4. PRESERVATION PLANNING/BOARD BUSINESS 

a. City of Tacoma Climate Justice Plan 

Mr. McKnight provided the objective of the discussion, as indicated in the staff report. 

Kristin Lynett, Office of Environmental Policy and Sustainability, began her presentation with a poll asking for the 
Commissioners’ opinions about how much progress the City of Tacoma was making on sustainability, climate,

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resiliency, and justice. The responses ranged between 2 and 4 on a 1 (Great) to 5 (Poor) scale, most being in the 
middle. Ms. Lynett stated that the local climate was getting warmer and explained its consequences. Also 
explained were the significance and impacts of the 1.5oC temperature increase. The City of Tacoma was taking a 
multi-faceted approach to mitigate the impacts – such as tree-planting, electric vehicles, chemical and gas 
treatment, green building designs, etc. Ms. Lynett went on to present the timeline for the updated plan between 
September 2020 and September 2021. 

Questions from the Commission ensued. Commissioner Mortensen asked about the community engagement 
strategy, especially for the upcoming months with the pandemic restrictions. Vice-Chair Johnson commented that 
this effort would require everyone to be on board and active in order to be successful. In response to 
Commissioner Hart’s question regarding actions the Commission could take to support the plan, Ms. Lynett 
suggested taking into account the climate justice element in their decision-making and offered to come back in the 
next phase of the plan for further collaboration. The discussion was concluded with an activity where the 
Commissioners imagined their life in 2030. 

b. Commissioner Elections 

Mr. McKnight informed the Commission that the Bylaws had no formal process or requirements prescribing how 
an election should occur, thus leaving it up to the Commission to proceed as they would see fit.  

Chair Bartoy, while willing to continue serving as Chair, invited nominations from other Commissioners for the 
position. Several Commissioners vocally supported Chair Bartoy continuing in his position. Vice-Chair Johnson 
and Commissioner Mortensen were nominated for the Vice-Chair position. The Commissioners were in 
agreement that Chair Bartoy would remain Chair and Commissioner Mortensen would be Vice-Chair. 

c. Events & Activities Update 

Ms. Hoogkamer provided updates on the Virtual Heritage Café Lecture Series, and a virtual tour “Tacoma: Then & 
Now” guided by Pretty Gritty Tours on November 21st. 

5. CHAIR COMMENTS 
 

Chair Bartoy initiated a discussion, regarding update from the Commission’s equity and inclusion workgroup with 
Historic Tacoma and how the Commission could be more pro-active in anti-racism effort aligning with the City 
Council’s Anti-Racism Resolution (Resolution No. 40622, adopted on June 30, 2020). Mr. McKnight stated a 
number of issues that could be addressed, one of which was the difference in levels of historic preservation work 
in different parts of the City. The Commission discussed the “equity pause,” the racial representation on the 
Commission, outreach and education for residents in under-served neighborhoods. A retreat was proposed for 
Spring 2021. 

The upcoming scheduled meeting on November 11th  would be cancelled in observance of Veterans Day. Staff 
proposed having a special meeting on November 18th. The Commission concurred.

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STAFF REPORT   January 13, 2021 
 
NOMINATIONS TO THE TACOMA REGISTER OF HISTORIC PLACES – PRELIMINARY REVIEW 
 
General Procedural Notes: 
The property on today’s agenda is nominated to the Tacoma Register of Historic Places.   
 
Tacoma Register listing follows procedures defined in 13.07.050, and consists of a minimum of two separate 
Commission meetings.  The initial meeting determines whether the property meets the threshold criteria in the ordinance 
for age and integrity.  If the Commission finds that the age and integrity standards are met, then the Commission may 
move to have the nomination scheduled for a public hearing and comment period, at which the public may enter 
comments into the record for consideration.  Following the comment period, the Commission may deliberate on the 
nomination for up to 45 days before recommending to City Council listing on the register, or denying the nomination.   
 
The purpose of this review is to determine whether the nominated property meets the threshold criteria and should be 
scheduled for public testimony at a public hearing. 
 
 

AGENDA ITEM 4A:  1002 S. Anderson St., Klinkenberg-Decker House 
Katie Pratt, NW Vernacular  
 
BACKGROUND  
The Klinkenberg-Decker House was constructed in 1904 as a single-family residence in the Central District of Tacoma 
for John and Cinda Klinkenberg. After the Klinkenbergs moved out, the house was consistently used as an income 
property, rented by working class Tacomans. The Klinkenberg-Decker House is nominated under Criterion A for its 
representation of patterns of history and development within Tacoma. The property, with its American Foursquare plan 
and early application of Classical Revival details, reflects the first wave of development in the Central District as 
Tacoma’s population grew following the completion of the direct transcontinental railroad line over Stampede Pass. The 
Klinkenberg-Decker House also represents a second period of growth in Tacoma as its conversion to a duplex by 1942 
reflects the city’s booming population during World War II to support defense industries. The Klinkenberg-Decker House 
is also nominated under Criterion F for its corner location at a dead end street; as one of the oldest houses in that 
location on a corner lot, it has a distinctive visual presence. The nomination includes the principal structure and garage; 
Northwest Vernacular submitted the application on behalf of the owner. 
 
The property is nominated under the following criterion: 

A. Is associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns of our history;  
 

F. Owing to its unique location or singular physical characteristics, represents an established and familiar visual    
     feature of the neighborhood or City. 
 

REQUESTED ACTION 
Determination of whether the property nominated to the Tacoma Register of Historic Places appears to meet the 
threshold criteria for nomination, and if so, scheduling the nominations for public hearing. The commission may forward 
all or part of the nomination for future consideration.  
 
EFFECTS OF NOMINATION 

 Future changes to the exterior will require approval of the Landmarks Preservation Commission prior to those 
changes being made, to ensure historical and architectural appropriateness. 

 Unnecessary demolition of properties listed on the Tacoma Register of Historic Places is strongly discouraged by 
the municipal code, and requires approval of the Landmarks Preservation Commission. 
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 Future renovations of listed on the Tacoma Register of Historic Places may qualify for the Special Tax Valuation 
property tax incentive. 

 
STANDARDS 
The threshold criteria for Tacoma Register listing are listed at 13.07.040B(1), and include: 

1. Property is at least 50 years old at the time of nomination; and, 

2. The property retains integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling, and association such 
that it is able to convey its historical, cultural, or architectural significance. 

 
ANALYSIS 

1.  At 117 years-old the property meets the age threshold criterion. 
  

2.   Overall, the Klinkenberg-Decker House retains much of its integrity of design, workmanship, setting, location, 
feeling, and association. The windows are not original, but the new wood windows are sensitive to the house’s 
historic character, match the original openings discovered during siding repair, and do not interfere with the 
house’s ability to convey its significance. The house lost its original full-width front porch in 1941 when it was 
converted to a duplex and is thus associated with that aspect of the property’s significance. At this point, the rear 
porch was also replaced with an addition and the detached garage was built. A second rear addition was added 
at an unknown date. The additions are visible, but located in the rear of the home and are subservient to the main 
structure. 

 
RECOMMENDATION 
Recommended language for scheduling a public hearing: 
I move that the Landmarks Preservation Commission adopt the analysis as findings and schedule the nomination for 
1002 S. Anderson St., Klinkenberg-Decker House, for a public hearing and future consideration at a tentative hearing 
date of February 10, 2021. 
 
Recommended language for declining to schedule a public hearing for one or more components of the nomination: 
I move that the Landmarks Preservation Commission find that [cite specific elements or properties that should be 
excluded] do not meet the threshold criteria (describe) and deny the nomination for 1002 S. Anderson St., Klinkenberg-
