While in the lobby O/BRANCH continued to scream that her son was dead and that the police killed
him amongst other phrases. | continued to not speak with O/BRANCH about the incident.

During the time | spent in the lobby with O/BRANCH she was screaming and shouted many
statements related to the incident.

In summary O/BRANCH stated the following: That she is homeless and lives in her car. While she
was asleep, her son "Vinny" entered her car. That her son told her "Mom lets go". That while driving, her

son tried to "take over the car and floor it" (based on her statements it was unclear to me if she or her son
were driving).

That she did not know why the Police were on scene and she turned the car off. That she knew that
her son had a gun in his waistband and was high on methamphetamine. Vinny was only trying to get away
because he did not want to go to jail.

That she saw the "cop with the tattoos" elbowing her son during a physical altercation. At some
point she heard an Officer say "gun" and that they "brushed the gun away" and then shot her son.

That she heard 4 shots fired.

The above statements were not meant to be in chronological order as O/BRANCH was stating them
unprovoked and while she was hysterical.

During my time with O/BRANCH she stated multiple times that she was going to kill herself and
would be dead within days. Additionally, she stated that if she had a knife she would stab herself.

While in the lobby of HQ, O/BRANCH was provided with a TPD Chaplain.

At approximately 0540 hours, PPO BAIN relieved me and transported O/BRANCH to 930 Tacoma
Ave S.

| provided a verbal statement to Detectives at TPD HQ.

This concluded my involvement in this case.

Bolda said that he was sleeping in an upstairs bedroom located on the west side of the building
when he was woke up by gun shots. Bolda said that he has heard gun fire in the neighborhood before and it
is a regular occurrence. Bolda said that he laid there for a moment and then heard the police sirens and saw
the lights flashing in the street. Bolda said that he then got out of bed and looked out of the window of his
bedroom that faces to the north. Bolda said that he then could hear a woman's voice and she was
screaming, "They killed my son, They killed my son." Bolda said that he then prayed for the man but did not
leave his bedroom or his house to see what was happening.

I noticed some cameras on the corner of the buildings that were on the property and inquired if the
cameras were recording. Bolda said that the cameras are only a deterrent and are none functional. | then
took Bolda's information and asked if he would be willing to talk to us again if we had more questions. Bolda
said that he would be willing to talk to us.

| was then asked to help canvas the residences with Detective Kirkegaard that were located between
the 1400 and 1700 block of E 35th St. | contacted Raphel K. Yee at Portland Ave E and E. 35th St. Yee
said that he lives 1433 E 35th St. Yee stated that he needed to leave the house and was asking if he could
leave the area. | asked him if he had observed anything earlier that morning. Yee said he was asleep and
his girlfriend, Latoya Wright woke him up saying that she had just heard several gun shots. Yee then said
that he heard a female voice screaming "My boy My Boy". They did not see or hear anything else and they
also stated that they do not have any video |[N[ENESJif] of their property.

Kirkegaard and | then observed the resident at 1629 E. 35th St in their yard. We contacted the
resident, Courtney Gorden who advised that they heard some shots but they did not see anything as they
were in bed. | asked if there was any video JR[V\YMI@lill and | was advised that they did not have any
cameras.

We then contacted the resident at 3420 E R St. The resident, Ernestine Wiggins, stated that she
had not heard or seen anything earlier that night until she had a knock on her window from a known
homeless woman she identified as Velma Sitiacom. Wiggins said that Velma told her that she had observed
a dead person in the alley behind Wiggins home and the cops were every where. Wiggins was asked if she
knew how to contact Velma and we were told that she needed to give Velma a ride to quash a warrant on
Monday and she would be at her home around 0900 on Monday. We then asked if Wiggins had any video
m that monitored her property and | was told that she did not have any cameras except for her ring

oorbell camera. We asked if she could check and see if she had anything in the history of the camera from
about 0230 hours that morning. Wiggins reviewed the information on the camera but it only had two hours of
memory.

We contacted Barbara Flatcher at 1651 E. 35th St and she stated that she was asleep and heard
nothing all night. We asked about |JS[Y{8]jj] and Flatcher told us that she did not have any cameras.

We then contacted 1639 E. 35th St. The owner of the home, Kim Shumway told us that she did not
hear anything until she was woke up by her daughter, Maleaya Delozier. Delozier had just returned home
when the officers were contacting the white Pontiac where everything began. We asked if we could talk to
Delozier and Shumway went and woke her up. We asked Delozier if she would be willing to do a recorded
statement about what she had observed earlier that morning. She agreed to the recording and a fully
recorded interview was done with Delozier. Refer to that recording for the details in that interview. For the
purpose of this report | will give a brief synopsis about what was discussed.

Delozier said that she had got home about 0240-0245 hours. Delozier said that she drives the white
full sized pick up that was parked on the south side of E. 35th St across from her residence. Delozier said as
she parked the truck she was head on with the white Pontiac. She said that she could not see who was
inside the vehicle but observed who she thought was a female standing on the driver's side of the vehicle
hanging into the open window. Delozier said that the vehicle was very "sketchy" and she is familiar with the
illegal activities that occur in the area so she was concerned for her safety. She then exited her vehicle as a

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marked Tacoma Police car drove past. The police officer slowed as he went by the Pontiac. Delozier said
that she was walking to the house as the officer turned around and activated his takedown white lights on his
light bar. Delozier said that he then entered the house and went into the bathroom to wash her face.

While in the bathroom, Delozier said that she heard several gun shots that she thought came from
the northwest. Delozier said that she thought that this possibly was the officer out front so she went to the
front window and looked outside. Delozier said she observed the officer on the driver's side of the Pontiac
and he had is flashlight pointed inside the car. He was standing back away from the vehicle and looked like
he was waiting for a second officer. While he stood there Delozier heard him yell at the occupants of the
vehicle to keep their hands up. A second police car arrived and three suspects were taken out of the car and
placed in handcuffs. Delozier thought that there was 2 females and a male taken out of the vehicle.

We asked if there were cameras on the home and we were advised that they did not have cameras
that watched the yard.

We then went to 1625 and contacted the resident. They said that they did not hear anything and

there was no video [INISVAK®]i}

We then contacted 1613 and received no answer at the door.

We then contacted 1613 E. 35th St. | was contacted by Lena Leifson. Leifson was hesitant to talk to
me and told us that she really did not want to get involved. We asked if she had heard or observed anything
earlier that morning and we were told that she saw 'everything". | explained the situation to her and told her
that we really would like to talk to her about what she had observed. Leifson told me that she would tell us
what happened but she did not want to be recorded.

We then asked Leifson what she first remembered about the morning. Leifson explained that she
was asleep in a tent like structure on the front porch of the residence. Leifson said her boyfriend, whom did
not want to talk to us, came out and woke her up saying that something was going on down the street.
Leifson said that she and her boyfriend then got up and started off the porch toward the sidewalk when they
heard several gun shots. Leifson said she and her boyfriend then walked out to the corner of 35th St E and
Portland Ave E. They then turned north and could hear a woman screaming, "They shot my son". As they
approached the observed the woman sitting on the ground next to her vehicle leaning against the passenger
side of the car. As they walked toward her they observed her slump over on her side and continue
screaming and crying saying, " they killed my son they killed my son."

Leifson said that she observed the male who was shot laying on his back in the middle of Portland
Ave E. There was a police officer doing chest compressions on the male and it appeared that male was
lifeless. Leifson said she thought the man was wearing a red sweatshirt and purple underpants or shorts.
Leifson said them and fire fighters arrived shortly after they did and took over trying to treat the
man. Leifson said that she then could not take anymore of the scene and returned home.

After returning home she discussed with her boyfriend what he had heard prior to the shots and he
told her that he heard the officer's tasar the man and he was yelling that he was giving up. We asked if she
would go inside and see if her boyfriend would talk to us and she said she would ask. Upon returning from
inside the house she told us that he refused to come outside and talk to us.

We then contacted 1611 E. 35th St. We contacted Travis and Paula Warwick. The Warwick's said
they heard several shots fired. Paula said that she then heard a woman yelling that someone had shot her
son and then it changed to, "they killed my son." Paula said that she got up and looked out the window and
saw several Police officers outside on Portland Ave E but she could not see the male suspect or the woman
who was screaming as the white station wagon was in the way.

We then tried to contact 3421 Portland Ave E and there was no answer.

| then traveled to 1628 E. 34th St and received no answer at the door.

McGraw said
that she the looked out her window in her bedroom and could see the police officers placing a woman in the
back of their patrol vehicle. McGraw did not hear the shots or see anything before the shooting. | asked if
she had any |N[YNJESJif] cameras and she told me that she did not.

| then returned to contact Detective Sgt Brockway and Lt. Roberts. We then did a short debriefing on
what was discovered and we then cleared the scene.

My shift continued through the night
at at approximately 0236 hours, | heard Officer Castaneda advise he was contacting a 'suspicious occupied'
vehicle near E 35th and R St. He then advised there was 4-5 subjects in the car. | began responding that
direction from S 38th and Yakima Ave.

Within seconds he requested another unit routine and then quickly added that there was a firearm in
the vehicle. Officer Castaneda requested "priority" traffic and for additional units to respond. | heard as he
then gave a description of an occupant of the vehicle that was fleeing on foot westbound on 35th St. He
continued to then describe another involved vehicle that was leaving north on Portland Ave from 35th St.

Shortly after that, | heard H235 (Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely) advise they were behind the
vehicle on Portland Ave northbound.

| waited outside until the detectives and O/BRANCH were finished. O/BRANCH stormed out of the
building and said she wanted to die. She then walked into the middle of Tacoma Ave. | requested medical
aid to transport her to the hospital for an involuntary commit.

TFD arrived and after a small debate O/BRANCH agreed to go to the hospital. One of the detectives
said they had contacted her family who were going to pick her up. As | was walking back to my patrol vehicle
two people contacted me and asked where O/BRANCH was and | told them that she was taken to TG and
they could pick her up there.

E. and E. 35th St. to assist PCSD Detectives with a Tacoma Police Officer Involved Shooting
investigation. | arrived at approximately 0515 hours and contacted Det. Sgt. Brockway for assignment. | was
tasked with assisting Det. Sgt. Johnson, Det. Moss, and Det. Hotz with interviews of three subjects who had
been occupants of a Pontiac Grand Am which had initially been contacted on E. 35th St. as a suspicious
vehicle by TPD Officer Castaneda. | learned the deceased suspect in this incident had fled from that vehicle
and was contacted by other responding TPD Officers a short distance away on Portland Ave. E.

| responded to the Parkland/Spanaway Sheriff's Precinct(PSSP) to assist with the interviews of the
subjects who were identified as Corrina Harris, Alvin Atalig, and Katrina Sherwood. As the interview rooms
were being prepared, | supervised Atalig and Harris in the front office of the PSSP. Atalig and Harris were
talking with each other in a matter of fact tone as if they were not concerned at all with what had transpired or
their involvement in it. | noted Harris' speech was very rapid and hard to understand as she talked with
Atalig. At one point during the conversation, Harris told me she was upset with Officer Castaneda because
he would not allow her to retrieve her cell phone from the Pontiac because he was seeking a warrant for the
car. Her statement is noteworthy because she later tried to take possession of a cell phone that Det. Moss
and Hotz believed belonged to another individual, as a result of statements made during
interviews with Atalig and Sherwood. i cell phone may have information related to this case and was
retained by Det.

Officer Castaneda recognized a
female in the car as somebody who had been involved with criminal behavior and firearms in the past. A
male (later identified as Bennie Branch) got out of the car that Officer Castaneda had stopped, and walked
quickly to a Subaru vehicle that was running nearby. Bennie had his hand towards his waistband as if he was
holding on to something. The Subaru was driven away with Bennie inside. Officer Castaneda advised of the
situation on the radio and other officers responded to the area. TPD Officers Bradley and McNeely were in a
double-car and stopped the Subaru on Portland Ave. between E. 35th St. and E. 34th St. TPD Officer
Gustason was in a single-man car and stopped to assist Officers Bradley and McNeely. Once the Subaru
was stopped, Bennie got out of the car and was immediately reaching towards his waistband area. It was
believed Officer Bradley shot Bennie.

She found her
husband had also been woken up. They went to a window to look outside. Chris also found her sister was
also looking out the window. When she looked out the window, she saw a body in the middle of the road.
There were "a whole bunch of police cars and two firetrucks." She saw a fireman doing CPR on the person
laying on the ground. When the body was covered with something, Chris went back to bed. She estimated
she watched what was going on outside for five to ten minutes.

When asked, Chris said she heard one gunshot. She stated she could see pretty clearly what was
happening. Of the "police guys" outside, one of them was older and she could see that he had a "Sheriff
vest." The other three looked like police. "The sheriff" was talking to the three police and then made a phone
call. There were three or four firemen including the one who was doing CPR. Chris stated she could not hear
anything that was going on.

Tanu was present during Chris' interview and gave permission to be recorded. Tanu and Chris
recognized the police as police officers because of their visible uniforms and emergency lights going on their
cars. Tanu said he was seeing what was happening before Chris, and there was a uniformed police officer
doing CPR on the man lying on the road before the firefighters showed up. **This is the end of the summary
of Chris' interview.

Tanu and Chris said their adult sister/sister-in-law and brother/brother-in-law also looked out to see
what happened.

At approximately 0928 hours, Detective Collier and | made contact at 1608 E. 34th St. Unit A. Jason
Ramos answered the door and Detective Collier recorded an interview with him in the doorway. See his
report for details of the interview. Jason advised there was nobody else in the house who heard or saw
anything.

At approximately 0937 hours, Detective Collier and | made contact at 1608 E. 34th St. Unit B. A male
who refused to identify himself answered the door. When asked if he would provide a recorded interview, he
adamantly said he would not. However, he was willing to speak with me. The man told me he heard 3, 4, or 5
gunshots earlier this morning. He then went outside, looked, and saw a police officer pointing his gun at a
man lying on the ground.

Lt. Roberts contacted me and asked me to meet with Tacoma Police Officers McNeely, Gustason,
and Bradley to conduct a bullet count and get photos of the Officers in the uniforms they were wearing that

At 0530, Forensic Officer Fish and | arrived and conducted a count and obtained photos. Officer
Bradley entered the room and | obtained his duty weapon, a Glock 17 Gen4 semiautomatic pistol (S/N
TNMB871) with flashlight attachment. The weapon contained 17 rounds in the magazine and 1 round
chambered. Officer Bradley also handed me a magazine from his left front pant pocket of his jumpsuit. The
magazine contained 7 rounds. A third magazine was removed from his vest carrier containing 17 rounds. All
magazines at full round capacity held 17 rounds. | asked Officer Bradley how he kept his weapon armed. He

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told me during his normal duty he kept one round chambered and all magazines fully loaded. | asked if he
had any other magazines on his person or in his vehicle. | was told other magazines would be found in his
patrol car.

| noted the pocket of his uniform that would normally hold an electronic conductive weapon was
empty. | was told his ECW was still at the scene.

Photographs were taken of Officer Bradley and his uniform and duty gear.

| was told Officer Bradley would be speaking with representation before making further statements
and | asked no further questions. Officer Bradley's firearm was collected by Forensic Officer Fish.

I next spoke with Officer McNeely. Photographs were taken of Officer McNeely's uniform and duty
gear. | noted the left leg of his uniform near the knee was soiled. | also saw that his right hand appeared to
be red and slightly swollen. Officer McNeely told me a bracelet had been ripped from his wrist during the
struggle and described it as a black and silver KIA bracelet inscribed with the name of Jeremy Katzenberger.

Officer McNeely was also armed with a Glock 17 Gen 4 (S/N TNM806) with attached flashlight. His
weapon contained 1 round in the chamber and 17 rounds in the magazine. He also carried 2 magazines fully
loaded with 17 rounds on his vest carrier. Officer McNeely told me he kept his magazines fully loaded and 1
round chambered while on duty.

Officer McNeely was also armed with an X-2 Tazer ECW. The ECW was collected so firing
information could be downloaded. The ECW was collected by Forensic Officer Fish.

I next spoke with Officer Gustason. Photographs were taken of Officer Gustason in the uniform he
was wearing that day and the duty gear he was equipped with. | noted the left knee of his uniform appeared
slightly soiled. No other damage was noted, and Officer Gustason stated he was uninjured. The pocket in his
uniform that would normally hold his ECW was empty.

Mier left the residence
around 0500 that morning. Her house did not have any video surveillance cameras.

| next spoke with Daniel Garcia at 1641 E. 35th Street. Garcia said he went to bed sometime around
0230 that morning. He did not see the lights and did not hear anything that evening. There were no
surveillance cameras at his home.

| contacted Haydee Lavariega at 1635 E. 35th Street. She told me she sleeps with a loud fan on in
her room and she did not hear or see anything that evening. There were no surveillance cameras attached to
her home.

| spoke with Sylvia Gadberry at 1633 E. 35th Street. She said she went to bed at 2330 hours the
night before and did not hear or see anything during the night. She has no surveillance cameras at her home.
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| contacted Stephen Johnson at 1623 E. 35th Street. He said he went to bed around midnight and
did not hear or see anything that evening. He told me his son had been up all-night playing video games and
might have heard or witnessed something. | spoke with Roman Johnson who told me he was playing games
upstairs when he heard what sounded like 5 or 6 gunshots coming from the northwest. He said he heard
sirens and cars driving past his home at a high rate of speed. He did not hear any yelling from his location.
There are no surveillance cameras at the Johnson residence.

At approximately 0955 hours, | contacted Kelli and Justin Berame at 1451 E. 34th Street. Kelli told
me she was awakened when officers stopped the vehicle on Portland Ave and agreed to allow me to take a
recorded statement of what she witnessed.

There is no alleyway that heads in a westbound direction from Portland Ave,
however, there is an entrance to the parking lot of St Peter and Paul Roman Catholic Church located on the

west side of Portland Ave, across from the alleyway. There is an iron gate that was closed and locked at the
entrance to the parking lot.

The main chapel/church building for St Peter and Paul Roman Catholic Church is located on the
southwest corner of E 34th St and Portland Ave at 3402 Portland Ave. The chapel entrance faces east and is
protected by an iron fence and locked gate.

A parking lot is located at the southeast corner of E 34th St and Portland Ave E and runs to the
alleyway. A group of townhome type residences are located just east of the parking lot and north of the

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alleyway. 1610 E 34th St# A and 1608 E 34th St #A both have windows that face Portland Ave and have a
clear view of the scene.

There is only 1 residence located on Portland Ave E between E 34th St and E 35th, located at 3421
Portland Ave E. That residence is located at the northeast corner of E 35th St and Portland Ave E. A church
building that is affiliated with St Peter and Paul Roman Catholic Church is located on the northwest corner of
E 35th St and Portland Ave at 3422. There are several leafed deciduous and evergreen type trees located on
the west side of Portland Ave between the church parking lot entrance and E 35th St, all located south of the
main chapel.

At 0453 hrs, | noted that the roadway appeared to be well lit for that time of the morning even
though the sun would not rise until about 0638 that morning. | observed 5 overhead street lights located in
the area that were powered on and providing light to the roadway below. The street lights were located at the
following locations: southeast corner of E 34th St and Portland Ave E, at the entrance to the alleyway located
on the east side of Portland Ave mid way between # 34th St and E 35th St, on the west side of Portland Ave
E, north of E 35th St and south of the church parking lot entrance, on the west side of Portland Ave E, at the
church entrance, just inside of the church property and one at the northwest corner of E 34th St and Portland
Ave E. The leafed trees in the area did not appear to block the light from the streetlights on to the roadway
where the actual shooting occurred.

| observed 3 vehicles parked in the northbound lanes of Portland Ave E between E 34th St and E
35th St. A red Subaru wagon, WA BOE2858 was parked in the outside lane, against the curb, just north of
the alleyway. | observed a fully marked, Tacoma PD Ford Explorer patrol vehicle (#2758), parked about 1 car
length directly behind the red Subaru. The vehicles overhead emergency lights were on and flashing. The
vehicle spotlight was also on and illuminating the rear of the Subaru wagon. | also observed a fully marked,
Tacoma PD Ford Crown Victoria patrol vehicle (#441) parked on a 45 degree type angle next to the Explorer.
The vehicle was partially in the center turn lane and the inside north bound lane facing the Subaru wagon. Its
overhead emergency lights were on. Both patrol vehicles were parked adjacent to the alleyway opening.

| observed a body, covered by a sheet, located in the center turn lane of Portland Ave E. The body
was located north and west of the front left corner of the Subaru wagon.

| observed about 10 shell casings between the body and the Subaru wagon. | observed one Taser
CEW (Conducted Electrical Weapon) on the ground between the body and the Subaru. | also observed a
Taser CEW located underneath the Subaru Wagon.

| observed a handgun type firearm on the ground, next to and on the north side of the body, in the
center turn lane.

Please see the forensic investigators reports for all evidence recovered.

| walked back to the patrol vehicles and did an equipment inventory of some notable items inside of
the vehicles.

Vehicle #2758 is a Tacoma PD Explorer patrol vehicle. It was equipped with an MDC computer that
was powered on and facing the passenger area. A GPS type unit was affixed to the dashboard and powered
on. There were two 9mm handgun magazines and one rifle magazine in the front door compartment. There
was a 9mm handgun magazine in the passenger door compartment. There was a rifle locked in a gun rack
between the driver and passenger seat with a magazine inserted. The patrol radio was powered on. A
second rifle was secured in the rear compartment of the vehicle. | performed a round count for each of the
handgun magazines and found that they each contained 17 rounds. The magazines and rounds were placed
in a plastic bag and left in the vehicle.

Vehicle #441 is a Tacoma PD Ford Crown Victoria patrol vehicle. It was equipped with an MDC
computer that was powered on and facing the driver area. A GPS type unit was affixed to the dashboard and
powered on. There was a rifle magazine located in the driver door compartment, one in the passenger door
compartment and one in an equipment bag on the front passenger seat. There was a rifle locked in an
overhead gun rack between the driver and passenger seat with a magazine inserted. The patrol radio was
powered on.

| then walked to the Subaru wagon, parked in front of the patrol vehicles. WA BOE2808 is a Red
2002 Subaru Legacy wagon registered to Keith Simmons at 5416 S "M" St #11 in Tacoma WA. The vehicle
was cluttered with personal belongings and appeared as if someone had been living out of it. The vehicle
was impounded to the South Hill precinct pending a search warrant.

| walked over to the church building located at 3402 Portland Ave E and noticed damage (possible
bullet strike) to the east side of the building, facing Portland Ave E. The damaged area was located to the
right of the main door and below left from a window located on the right side of the front of the building. | did
not notice any other damage to the building.

ME30 arrived at approximately 0618 hrs. We approached the body which was located in the center
turn lane area of Portland Ave E in an east-west position. The sheet was removed from on top the body and |
observed what appeared to be a mixed race male, laying on his back. He appeared to have wounds to his
chest area, his right side and his arms. He appeared to have been wearing a red colored, light jacket, a black
t-shirt, jeans, black shoes and burgundy underwear. His clothing had been removed down to his underwear
by fire personnel. The body was turned to the side and it appeared as if there was at least one wound in his
back and a firearm round fell from the clothing near his back to the ground. That round was photographed
and collected by forensics. Forensics personnel and ME30 photographed and documented the body. ME30
took possession of the body shortly thereafter.

At about 0830 hrs, a request was made to have Tacoma Fire respond for a washdown of the scene.

At about 0920 hrs, Genes Towing arrived and transported the red Subaru (WA BOE2808) to the
South Hill precinct. The vehicle was followed by Deputy Lopez (409).

The two Tacoma PD patrol units were released and were removed from the scene by Tacoma Police
personnel.

At about 0840 hrs, Detective Peterson and | contacted the occupants of 1610 E 34th St, #A,
Tacoma, WA. | spoke with (W) Tanu TEMA inside of his residence. He agreed to have our conversation
recorded.

He said that he and his wife were awakened by gunshots. He said that he looked outside his window
and saw a person laying in the street. He said that he saw one "cop" giving the person CPR. He said that he
saw another near a lady who was sitting on the ground, crying. He said he could not hear any conversation
between the police and those involved. He said he saw a maroon station wagon parked and 2 police cars
parked behind it.

He said that his wife, Faith lives in the residence with him. He also said that his brother in law and his
wife also live ther with hi. He identified them as Livingston and Faith Laulualo. He said that they were not
available to talk at the time.

He said that he could see clearly from his window and that it was not raining. He said he thought
there was about 4 gunshots.

He said that he did not call 911 because the police were already there.

The recording was placed on a CD and into evidence.

Detective Peterson then spoke to (W) Chris TEMA. He recorded the conversation. During that
recorded interview, | asked (W) T TEMA how he knew that the persons involved in the incident outside of his
window were police officers. He said that he knew they were police officers because they were in uniforms
and driving marked police vehicles which had their overhead emergency lights on.

At about 0930 hrs, Detective Peterson and | contacted the occupant of 1608 # 34th St #A. | spoke to
(W) Jason RAMOS who agreed to have the conversation recorded. He said that he was asleep and woke up
to gunshots outside of his window. He said he looked out the window and saw a body laying in the street. He
said that there were multiple "cops" around. He said that he saw a female screaming. He said he thought he
might have heard a police officer yelling for a person to stop or gave a warning but could not hear the exact
words.

He said that he thought that the rain might have just stopped. He also said that he knew that there
were police officers at the scene because they were in uniform and their vehicles had their over head
emergency lights on.

He said that there was a Subaru parked in the street and thought that it was affiliated with the body
on the ground and the screaming woman. He said he had never seen that car before.

The audio recordings and transcripts from these conversations were placed into evidence.

Narrative:

On 9/8/19, at approximately 0357 hours, | was called out to assist with the investigation of a Tacoma
Police Department officer-involved shooting in the area of E 35th St and Portland Ave E.

After | arrived on scene, | was asked to assist Detective Sergeant Johnson, Detective Hotz, and
Detective Pawlak with interviewing four individuals who had been in a suspicious vehicle contacted by Officer
Castaneda. We contacted Officer Castaneda near the intersection of E 35th St and E R St. Officer
Castaneda's patrol vehicle was parked behind a white 2005 Pontiac Grand Am bearing WA license plate(s)
BQC7959. Officer Castaneda briefed on what he had observed and what had happened during his contact
with the vehicle. Please review his report (the .1 of this case number) for those details.

Officer Castaneda said that (O)m had been placed under arrest for unlawful possession of
a controlled substance and unlawful possession of a firearm. He said that she had invoked her rights. We did

not question

Officer Castaneda said that there were three other individuals who were eventually detained from the
car. Those individuals are (W) Corrina Harris (from the front passenger seat), (W) Alvin Atalig (from the rear
passenger seat) and (W) Katrina Sherwood (from the driver's seat). Corrina, Alvin, and Katrina were in the
back seat of another Tacoma Patrol vehicle that was on scene. | opened the door and spoke with Corrina,
Alvin, and Katrina. | asked them if they were willing to talk to us about what happened. They asked if they
had to and said that they had already given a statement. | explained that we were detectives from another
agency who were investigating the incident and we wanted to hear what happened directly from them. They
agreed to be transported to the Parkland-Spanaway Precinct for interviews. The Tacoma Police Department
transported them to the precinct, where we met with them.

Detective Hotz and | first spoke with Katrina. Katrina agreed to be audio and video recorded during
the interview. The following is a summary of our conversation with Katrina. For full details, please refer to
casecracker DVD along with the separate audio recording and transcript, which will be booked into evidence
in the PCSD main property room. Katrina said she had been at | house with | Corrina, and Alvin.
Katrina said that | asked her if she would come with her in the car while she gave Corrina a ride home.
Katrina said that there was another girl, who she didn't know, that got into the car in the parking lot before
they left and they took her home in the area of 70th and Pacific. Katrina said they went to the McDonald's on
72nd St E and it was closed. She said that they were taking Corrina home and she thought that Corrina lived

on 40th somewhere. She said that | pulled over because she was tired and wanted someone else to
drive. Katrina said that when she pulled over, a man came up to the car and started talking to gadkli The
male got into the car. Katrina said the man asked for a ride to Seattle and | said no. Katrina said that a

cop drove by and the male said "go, go, | have warrants, like, get out of here." She described him as acting
nervous and scared when the cop drove by. Katrina said that the cop turned around and the male got out of
the car and started walking away.

Katrina said she did not know the males name, but that it appeared | knew him. She said he
walked up after they had been parked for one or two minutes. She said she thought he stayed in the car for
approximately 15 minutes. Katrina said she was pregnant and that she did not know there were drugs in the
car. She also said she did not know thatw had a gun. Katrina admitted that | was "using clear."
Katrina said that she used heroin before she found out she was pregnant and said that she stopped two
months ago. Katrina said that Corrina uses heroin. She said that Alvin, who is her boyfriend, used to use
heroin but is now doing drug court and is clean.

Katrina said after the male got out of the car, the cop walked up. She said that the cop was telling the
guy to "stop or something." Katrina said that the cop was checking | and then arrested her. She said that
the male kept walking and she didn't know where he went. Katrina said the cop told them to put their hands
up and she did. Katrina said that she heard gunshots while the cop was patting galli down.

Prior to speaking with Alvin, | asked Katrina and Corrina (who had been interviewed by Detective
Sergeant Johnson and Detective Pawlak) if they wanted to wait for Alvin inside in a holding cell or if they
wanted me to let them leave. They wanted to wait inside and get a ride together once Alvin was done.
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Detective Hotz and | next spoke with Alvin. Please refer to Detective Hotz' supplemental report for
details regarding our conversation with Alvin. | booked a CD containing the interview audio and transcription
into evidence.

Deputy Johnson provided Katrina, Corrina, and Alvin a ride following the completion of Alvin's
interview. As they were getting ready to leave, Alvin said that one of the detectives had been given his phone
and wallet. Detective Hotz when to retrieve those items for Alvin. While | was waiting, | asked Katrina and
Corrina if detectives had been given anything belonging to them and they said no. When Detective Hotz
returned, Alvin was able to describe his phone and was given both his phone and his wallet. Corrina then
said that we had her phone said that it was in a pink case. The phone in the envelope was a Gold Samsung
Edge, which was what Alvin had described phone as. Corrina said that there was no lock code on the

phone and there was. | believe that Corrina was trying to get i phone for her. | later booked the phone
into evidence at the South Hill Precinct. | was unable to turn off the phone or put it into airplane mode without
a password.

After completing the interviews, | returned to the scene. Detective Sergeant Brockway asked
Detective Hotz and | to assist with canvassing the neighborhood.

We started our canvassing west on E 35th St from Portland Ave E. Below are the addresses |
contacted:

1452 E 35th St: | spoke to (O) Den Tong, who heard gunshots but nothing else. There were no
cameras on the residence.

1443 E 35th St: | spoke to (W) Desirae Villagomez, who agreed to be audio recorded during my
conversation with her. Please refer to the audio recording and transcript, which will be booked into the PCSD
main property room, for full details. When | asked Desirae about what she heard and saw, Desirae told me
"well | heard police sirens and was about pullin' over a car. And then all of a sudden | hear like a lady yelling
and a guy yelling, and then another person yelling. Then | heard 'em say | don't want to have to shoot you,
put something down, | don't want to shoot. And then all of a sudden, bang, bang, bang, bang, bang." Desirae
said she looked out her back door and she saw police showing up. Desirae said "it looked like to be doing,
that they were doing CPR over there." Desirae clarified it was a police officer who was doing CPR. There
were no cameras on the residence.

1440 E 35th St: | spoke to (O) Tiiu Romberg, who didn't hear anything. Tiiu has cameras on her
residence, but they pointed only toward her front door.

1439 E 35th St: There was no answer at the door.

Narrative: On 9-8-19 | received a call from Dispatch requesting Detectives for an officer involved shooting. |

contacted Lt. Roberts who instructed me to respond to the scene at 35th and Portland Ave.

Upon arrival | was briefed by Detective A. Moss and Detective Sergeant Brockway. | was informed
that a Tacoma Police Officer had been on a stop towards the end of E 35th St (east end). | was told a male,
who was a passenger in the vehicle, walked away from the car while grabbing at his waistband. The male
then got in another vehicle. Other Tacoma Police Officers responded and performed a traffic stop on the
vehicle. One officer was said to have used a taser on the subject/male and another officer shot the
subject/male.

Detective Sergeant Brockway tasked me with documenting the original scene on the east end of E
35th St. There was yellow police tape and 3 orange and white stand-up barricades. | located a patrol
vehicle and a white Pontiac Grand Am approximately 600 ft east of Portland Ave on E 35th St. As |
approached the vehicles, | observed several other vehicles parked on both the north and south sides of the
street.

The following is my observations of the white Pontiac Grand Am:

The vehicle had front and rear license WA plates baring BQC7959. The vehicle was facing
westbound on the south side of E 35th St. Across the street (north) were the residence addresses of 1647
and 1651. The Pontiac was approximately 1 to 1 %2 feet from the south curb. The rear window had a small
sticker in the bottom left corner which read "Lethal Angel," was glittery, and pink and silver in color. In the
bottom center of the rear window there was another sticker containing 3 skulls. This was a much larger
sticker, approximately 6" high and 7" to 8" wide. This sticker was also glittery and was pink, silver, and
purple in color. Within the rear window | could see a large stick or branch that reached almost the full length
of the window, the bottom half (with reel) of a fishing pole, 2 color books (adult-type), and a toilet paper roll in
the bottom right corner. When looking at the vehicle | could see several sticker remnants all over the vehicle
which appeared to be from previous police evidence stickers.
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The driver side window had several pieces of what looked like black duct tape or gorilla tape
outlining the top of the window. The driver side door appeared closed but slightly ajar as if it didn't latch
completely. The driver side passenger window was up about % of the way and in the top right of the window
was a sticker which read, "SNAPBACK." It was small and oval in shape. | could see through the window
(driver side passenger window) a woman's purse. On the right rear passenger floorboard, | could see a
gallon jug of "Mountain Mist". The jug had no lid on it and was about V2 full of an unknown clear liquid. On
the middle of the rear seat | could see a lighter. On the driver seat | could see some coins, makeup, and
what appeared to be a headlamp.

There were several small spots of paint missing from the hood of the vehicle. | noted specks or
remnants of green ink/paint on the hood as well as the driver's side of the windshield (possibly from previous
police markings). The front passenger side window was about 1/3 of the way down and the rear passenger
side window was about 4 of the way down. | could see on the front passenger side floorboard and bag with
had a purse on the top of it. | could see, what appeared to be a drug pipe, in the purse. Next to the purse,
unknown if it was in the larger bag, was a propane bottle with torch attachment (propane torch). There also
appeared to be a pair of pants in the seat along with 2 boxes of cigarettes and container of ArmorAll glass
wipes.

Outside of the vehicle | could see a lighter that was on the ground, just outside of front passenger
door. Itis my understanding Forensics later photographed this lighter as it was unknown if it belonged to the
occupants of the vehicle. | observed that the trunk had a small black string hanging out near the lock
mechanism. The trunk appeared to be shut tightly, however, the right side appeared slightly raised in
comparison to the left. | also observed a small black zip tie leaning up next to the driver side rear tire.

The following are my observations of the patrol vehicle.

Behind the white Pontiac was a Tacoma Police patrol vehicle. The TPD vehicle was facing west with
the front of the vehicle angled towards the right rear passenger side of the Pontiac. The TPD patrol vehicle
appeared to be just left/south of the center of the street with the driver side front corner/bumper pointing
towards the rear passenger side of the Pontiac. "Tacoma Police" was written on several areas of the vehicle
to include the back trunk and on both sides of the vehicle in large print. "832" was written above the rear
wheel wells of both sides of the vehicle. On both sides, near the rear brake light, was written "911." The
TPD had a license plate which read XMT/53850D. There was a female in the back seat, behind the driver's
seat. There were Tacoma Police emblems just in front of the front doors on both sides. The vehicle was
equipped with push bars on the front bumper. There was a light bar affixed to the roof. | could see that the
patrol vehicles "take-down" lights (2 white lights/spot lights on the light bar) were on. The vehicle had a spot
light between the driver side window and front windshield which was off. The patrol vehicle is estimated to
be approximately 15 ft behind the Pontiac.

While documenting the scene, Officer Castaneda was at the patrol vehicle waiting for a transport for
the female in his vehicle. | spoke to Officer Castaneda very briefly and he stated that when he first came
down E 35th St, heading east, he noticed a vehicle parked on the south side near Portland Avenue. He ran
the plate and continued down the street. As he got the to the end he observed the white Pontiac idling off to
the side facing west. As he got to the end of the street and turned around he noticed a female standing
outside of the vehicle and appeared to be wanting to trade places with someone else in the car (as though
she didn't want to be seen as the driver). Officer Castaneda recognized the female as someone he has dealt
with before and who is known to have firearms and hangs out with other people who have firearms. Officer
Castaneda observed several people in the vehicle and at one point a male exited the vehicle from the left
(driver side) rear passenger door. The male appeared to be messing with something in his waistband and he
quickly began walking (almost running) west on E 35th St. Officer Castaneda radioed what was going on to
dispatch and waited for other officers to show up to assist with the other occupants of the Pontiac. The male
got into the same vehicle Officer Castaneda had previously seen when first turning onto E 35th St and it then
took off, heading towards Portland Ave and then turning right and heading north on Portland Ave.

Detective Minion and | along with Detective Witt were tasked with canvasing and speaking with the
residents along the north side of E 35th St. The entire south side was a fenced park area.
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Detective Minion and | were partnered together and as we began walking to the end of E 35th St, the
residents at 1629 E 35th St exited their resident and spoke with us. The female identified herself as Cortney
Gordon. Cortney checked her "Ring" doorbell but stated it did not activate at all that during the time of the
incident(s) (motion sensitive). Cortney said neither she nor her husband heard or saw anything pertaining to
the incident.

We then went to 3420 E R St (corner house facing east) and spoke with Ernestine Wiggins.
Ernestine said she didn't hear or see anything but that a homeless woman she knows, Velma Satiacum
(spelling?), came to her window and woke her up saying that someone was dead and that she knew who the
female that was arrested was. We observed cameras on Ernestine's residence, however, she stated the
camera's don't work. She also had a "Ring" camera but in looking at the footage it did not record anything
during that timeframe.

At 1651 E 35th St we spoke to Barbra Fletcher. Barbra stated she didn't see or hear anything during
the night and has no surveillance cameras.

At 1647 E 35th St we did not observe any cameras or doorbell. There was no answer at this
location. | left my card with my contact information and request to call me. | have not received a call back.

At 1639 E 35th St we spoke to Kim Schumway. Kim stated her daughter, Maleaya Delozier, arrived
home around the same time as the incident had occurred and had observed some of the incident. Detective
Minion and | were invited into the residence and we met with Maleaya. Maleaya agreed to give an audio
recorded statement which | later sent to be transcribed. | later booked a copy of the audio and transcribed
copy into evidence at the Main Property Room. The following is a brief summary of Maleaya's interview, see
full interview for further details:

Maleaya arrived home in her white Chevy Silverado truck around 2:40am to 2:45am. She is usually
very observant when arriving home in the early hours because of constant problems in the area. Maleaya
noticed a patrol vehicle traveling east on E 35th St and appeared to be doing normal patrol checks. When
Maleaya got out of her truck, she noticed people in a white car in front of her which appeared very sketchy.
The vehicle was facing her direction (she was facing east the white car was facing west). Maleaya said she
thought there was another car, possibly silver in color, between her vehicle and the white car when she
pulled up, but she didn't know where the other car went and didn't recall seeing anyone in the other car.

Maleaya said it appeared the officer driving by also saw the people in the white car and turned
around. He then turned on his lights and approached them with a flashlight. Maleaya specified that the
lights on the patrol car were from the light bar and were white in color (not the red/blue lights). Maleaya said
she could easily identify it as a police car.

Maleaya recalled a person, possibly female, standing outside the white car and other people inside
the vehicle. Maleaya described the female as possibly wearing a white jacket or hoody, she was small in
stature, with what looked like pajama pants on. The person/female was leaning towards either the driver
window or the driver side passenger window. Maleaya said it looked like they jumped into the car as the
officer was going by. Maleaya hurried inside her residence. Maleaya said she didn't see anyone walk away
from the vehicle.

Maleaya went inside and began washing her face when she heard sirens and then "pop, pop, pop,"
however she noted the sounds appeared to be coming from another direction (northwest). Maleaya looked
outside and saw the officer had his flashlight out and appeared to be waiting there for someone else to
arrive. As soon as another vehicle arrived, she heard him shout, 'put your hands up'. Maleaya said she got
the impression someone had put their hands down or was not fully complying with the officers instructions.
Once the other officer arrived, they began arresting the people from the vehicle, which appeared to be 3
people. The second officer appeared to have his gun drawn as a "safety purpose" as the first one began
arresting everyone. The second police car was noted to have red and blue police lights on.
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Detective Minion and | then went to the residence at 1625 E 35th St. Chenda Tep answered the
door. Chenda noted that they have cameras but that they were not recording. Chenda stated she didn't
hear or see anything unusual.

At 1619 E 35th St, there was no answer. | therefore left my card with a contact number and request
for them to call me. | have not received a call back.

At 1613 E 35th St, Detective Minion knocked several times before a female, Lena Leifson, came out
of a covered area from the porch (tarps/blankets). Lena said she nor her "honeybunny" wanted to be
involved. Lena did not want to be audio recorded but said she was willing to speak with us. Lena said she
looked at the clock after everything occurred and remembered it beign about 3am. About 15 minutes prior,
her "honeybunny" told her something was going on because he had heard someone get tasered, then heard
a male saying he was all done. Lena said they started down their stairs to see what was going on when they
heard 5 to 7 shots. They took off running to the corner and saw a female next to the police car saying they
had just killed her son. Lena said the female was flopping on the ground begging to call her mom because
they had just shot her son. Lena said it looked like the officer was just trying CPR until the other guys came
(fire department) because when the fire department showed up, their CPR was much more forceful and
aggressive. Lena again checked with her boyfriend who stated he didn't want to speak with us.

At 1611 E 35th St we spoke to Travis and Paula Warwick. They stated they woke up to hearing 4 or
5 shots and a female (assuming it was the mother) yelling "he shot my son" and "they killed my son." When
they looked out, more police arrived.

At 3421 Portland Ave we received no answer.

It is my understanding that Detective Witt contacted all other addresses located along E 35th St, see
his report for further details.

On 09-08-19 at around 0318 hours, | was called out for an Officer Involved Shooting that
involved Officers from the Tacoma Police Department. | had been made aware the Sheriff's Department
would be conducting OIS investigations involving TPD. | was informed the incident started near E 35th/ "R"
St. and Officers were not injured. At around 0325 hrs, Lt Roberts called me and advised he was
responding.

| advised SS 911 | was responding and heard the responding patrol units had secured a
common radio channel. | also requested the Radio Traffic and any 911 calls be sent to a secured server for
review. It later learned when reviewing the transmissions, there were no 911 callers for the case around the
time of the incident.

At around 0420 hours, | arrived in the area from the south on Portland Ave E. The
temperature was 56 degrees, it was cloudy and the roadway was dry. There were several street lights on
Portland Ave that illuminated the area. TPD patrol units contained the area with barricades and crime scene
tape. All of Portland Ave and 35th St east of Portland were closed. | parked by vehicle on Portland Ave. |
could see a TPD patrol sedan and a TPD patrol SUV parked within the scene where the shooting occurred.
The overhead red/blue lights were activated on the patrol vehicles.

| spoke to Lt Roberts on scene and he provided me a list of the Criminal Investigations Bureau
personnel that were responding. | received a quick briefing from Lt Roberts. TPD Officer Castaneda had
conducted a suspicious vehicle contact. A suspect later identified as Bennie Branch got of the vehicle and
fled in another vehicle. During the traffic stop of the vehicle that fled, at least one TPD Officer fired their
Taser, one TPD Officer fired their weapon and Bennie was deceased. | was informed TPD Officer Gustason
(single car) and TPD Officers Bradly/McNeely (double car) were involved in the incident. TPD Officer
Bradley had fired his weapon. Gustason, Bradley and McNeely had been transported to the TPD HQ's.

At around 0430 hours, TPD Sgt Shafner provided a briefing for the incident. The incident
started at around 0236 hours near 1651 E 35th (on 35th just east of Portland Ave). TPD Officer Castaneda
observed a 17 yr old female later identified asw with four other people in a vehicle. One of the
passengers in the vehicle later identified as Bennie fled from the vehicle. Bennie was described as 6'1"
wearing a red hoody. Bennie jumped into a Subaru occupied by his mother Brenda Branch. The Subaru left
and was stopped nearby. During the stop, Officer Bradley fired is Taser and Officer Bradley noticed the gun
in Bennie's possession. Officer Bradley had fired several shots from his handgun. The case # for the
original arrest was under case #19-251-00286. A gun had been found on il TPD was still holding the
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scene with the other occupants of the vehicle which was a silver Pontiac Grand AM license #BQC-7959 from
the initial scene. The Subaru Brenda and Bennie had been in was license #BOY2868.

At around 0436 hours, | conducted a walk though of the scene where the shooting took place
on Portland Ave with Sgt Shafner, TPD Sgt Krancich, Lt Roberts, Investigator Dan Davis with the
Prosecutor's Office and Dr Clark. | was signed in on the crime scene log. | was informed Officer Gustason
had been in the patrol Ford Crown Victoria and Bradley/McNeely had been in the patrol Ford Explorer. The
Explorer was parked behind the Subaru to the southwest and faced the same direction. The Crown Victoria
was west of the SUV at more of angle to the Subaru. 3D scans and several photos were later taken of the
scene during processing with the vehicles in place. Brenda had been transported to TPD HQ's.

Sgt Shafner showed us the direction where Officer Bradley fired which he thought was 11
rounds. The direction was northwest. There were casings the in the street along with a black airsoft
handgun. Bradley was laying on his back with a sheet over him. There was a Taser in the street and
another Taser under the Subaru. ME #30 Lombardi was also on scene. Dr Clark indicated the autopsy for
Bennie would be on Monday the 9th. | left the inner perimeter of the shooting scene and made
assignments.

| assigned Det Folden and Det/Sgt Catey to interview the witness Officers Gustason/McNeely
and also Brenda. Those interviews would take place in our interview rooms at the CCB with audio/video.
Brenda was audio only and declined to be on video. | later learned that Officer Bradley would be
interviewed at a later time with Attorney Michael Staropoli. This interview was later set up for Wed the 11th.
| assigned Det/Sgt Johnson to coordinate the interviews of the occupants of the Subaru along with Det A.
Moss, Det Hotz and Det Pawlak. These interviews would take place at the Parkland Spanaway Precinct with
audio/video. | assigned Det Witt to conduct a round count and photos with Forensics Investigator Fish of the
Officers Gustason, McNeely and Bradley. | assigned Det Collier the shooting scene along with Det
Peterson. Det Collier and Det Peterson also documented the patrol vehicles within the scene. Det
Kirkegaard was assigned to document the scene of Officer Castaneda's stop. Det Kirkegaard later
conducted canvassing for other witnesses/surveillance cameras in the area along with Det/Sgt Johnson, Det
A Moss, Det Witt, Det Pawlak and Det Hotz.

The Subaru was photographed in place and then later impounded to the S Hill Precinct
pending the service of a search warrant. The Gran Am was impounded for a search warrant by TPD for
their gun/narcotics investigation under #19-251-00286.

At around 0640 hours, | listed to the radio traffic for the case. Officer Castenda called out
on the listed Grand Am that is was occupied 4-5 times. He called out that something about a gun and then
said firearm priority. He talked about a passenger that left in a vehicle going westbound. The passenger
was a black male, 6'1", red hoodie and blue jeans. He said he got a firearm on one subject there. Officers
McNeely and Brady arrived over the radio. They advised the he was at gunpoint and was trying to drive
away possible armed. They advised they were fighting with one. They advised shots fired and the subject
was down. All officers were okay. Medical aid was called. The radio traffic up to the scene being contained
was transcribed. See the transcript for of the radio traffic details.

Det Witt called and updated me on the round count for Officer Bradley. He had a full
magazine with 17 in his gun plus one in the chamber. One spare mag had 17 and the other mag in his
pocket had 7. It was later determined 10 shell casings were recovered at the scene. | received a call from
Det/Sgt Catey that Brenda was very distraught but they would attempt to interview her. She later admitted
that Bennie was a meth user and had a gun. She was eventually sent to the hospital and her family was
notified.

We checked several different databases for Bennie Branch. Lt Roberts informed me of the
tattoos that deceased subject had. | checked Bennie's tattoos in the jail system. It appeared to be Bennie
Branch based on the photos. He was listed as 6'3" 230 pounds. Bennie had a DOC escape warrant for
court order violation and a misdemeanor warrant outstanding for his arrest. He was listed as transient with
his last known address of 5416 S M St #11. Brenda was listed as is next of kin.

Over the course of the investigation, | was given updates on the interviews that had been
conducted with different witnesses. The airsoft had been in the left pocket of Bennie's pants and he had
been reaching for it. Officer Gustason had deployed/used his Taser. There was also a 30-40 second
wrestling match with Bennie and Officer Gustason felt the gun in Bennie's pocket. | learned that prior to
fleeing, that while he was in the Grand Am Bennie said he had warrants and had to go. He had been in the
vehicle for 10-15 minutes. Some of the neighbors heard some of commands prior to the shooting. We
conducted a de-brief on scene at around 1020 hours. See transcripts and supplemental reports for details.
Lt Roberts had updated PIO Troyer.
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On 09-09-19 at around 0835 hours, | responded to the Medical Examiner's Office for the
autopsy. Prior to the autopsy | was provided an overview on the interviews of Officers McNeely and
Gustason from Det Folden.  Det Cannon and Investigator Davis were also present. | provided Dr Clark
with an update on witness statements. | called Officer Bradley's attorney and the interview was set up for
Wed the 11th at the CCB.

Bradley was wearing a black shit, blue jeans, maroon underwear and black low tops. There
appeared to be Taser probes in his clothing. Dr Clark updated us later on in the autopsy. Bennie had
seven gunshot wounds. One in the left arm, right arm into the right side, right side and three in the back.
This is the initial assessment. See Dr Clark's final autopsy report for full details.

On 09-10-19 at around 1320 hours, | assisted Detective Folden with a search warrant service of
Brenda's vehicle license #BOE-2808 a 2002 Subaru at the S Hill Precinct in a secured lot.  Forensics
Investigator Arcadia photographed and documented the evidence discovered. | reviewed the search warrant
prior to service. Brenda appeared to be living out of the vehicle. It was full of clothing, blankets and some
food. | located the following evidence in the vehicle; MC #42 Taser confetti serial #C410711 collected from
driver's side, MC#44 Taser door on the rear driver's side seat, and MC #46 a bag of un-used syringes in the
trunk.

On 09-11-19 at around 1019 hours, Det Folden and | conducted an interview with Officer Bradley
at the CCB. Also present for the interview was Attorney Michael Staropoli and Investigator Davis. Officer
Bradley consented to the audio recording of the interview. The following is a summary of the interview. See
the transcript for details.

He had worked TPD for 4.5 years and his current assignment was Graveyard patrol 2000-0600
hrs. He was also assigned as a Patrol Specialist (1 yr) and a Controlled Tactics Instructor (2.5 yrs). He said
he was well rested prior to his shift. This was his first day back at work. He also worked for Seattle PD for
2.5 years in patrol. He was active duty in the Air Force as a Security Forces Officer with the rank of Major.
He was still in the Air Force Reserves. He described his uniform at the time of the incident which was his
Department issued jumpsuit with TPD patches on the shoulders, external vest carrier with a cloth badge and
police panels front/back. He had also been wearing a hat with the TPD patch. Forensics took photos of his
uniform the night of the incident. He carried a Department issued Glock 17 9mm with a light mounted on it
and a black strap grip. He thought he last qualified with it a few months ago. He carried two backup
magazines on his person.

| asked him to talk about where he was when he heard the radio traffic and who he was
riding with. Officer McNeely was riding with him that night. He was near the 7200 block of Pacific Ave
when he heard Officer Castaneda call out the suspicious occupied vehicle with the amount of occupants.
He was driving his 2017 Ford Explorer (fully marked) and Officer McNeely was the passenger. He
described the weather conditions as dark out, roads were dry, overcast and there where street lights on.

I had him take us though what happened once he got the call and what he remembered. He
talked about the radio traffic from Officer Castaneda regarding the suspicious vehicle and the license plate.
Officer McNeely pulled up the plate on the computer. They were familiar with the Grand Am and had contact
with the vehicle several months prior. He diverted from their call and headed to back Officer Castaneda.

On the way to the call he heard Officer Castaneda say over the radio "l have a firearm in the vehicle" and
asked for priority traffic. They responded lights and sirens to assist. They also heard Officer Castaneda
broadcast that a passenger fled from the vehicle. The passenger was described as a black male, 6'1", red
hoodie and blue jeans. The passenger got into another vehicle which was fleeing westbound towards
Portland Ave. Officer Castaneda then described the vehicle as it was about to turn north on Portland Ave.

He elected to perform a traffic stop on the vehicle. The vehicle slammed on the brakes and
stopped. He activated his spotlight on the back of the vehicle. He noticed the rear windows of the station
wagon were fogged up. He could hear a female voice screaming frantically and noticed the vehicle was
rocking back/forth. He eventually moved up to the A pillar and looked inside the passenger compartment.
He observed Brenda in the driver's seat and Bennie in the front passenger seat. He did not know their
names at the time but for this summary | will refer to them by name. He could see Bennie was wearing the
red hoodie and Bennie was reaching up towards the steering wheel. Brenda was screaming at the top of
her lungs. He described Bennie as being contorted to his left. He pulled out his firearm and gave Bennie
commands to show his hands. Bennie never complied. Officer McNeely opened the front passenger door.
He holstered his gun as Officer McNeely reached inside. Bennie crawled away from him and was climbing
on top of Brenda who was still screaming. He then pulled out his Taser and gave more verbal commands.
Bennie did not comply and he felt Bennie was trying to get the vehicle in motion. He announced he was
using the Taser to alert Officer McNeely. He deployed his Taser and noticed it had no effect. He described
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Bennie as amped up agitated. He said it looked like Bennie was trying to pull away from Officer McNeely.
He noticed Officer Gustason on the passenger side of the vehicle. He noticed Bennie was coming towards
him and he moved away. He gave Bennie more verbal commands and Bennie did not comply. He
deployed a second Taser cartridge on Bennie and it was effective. Bennie's body became rigid and he fell
out of the vehicle onto the ground. He moved back as McNeely and Gustason moved around the vehicle.
He talked about the Taser no longer having an effect. Bennie began to struggle with
McNeely. He said "l observed Officer McNeely lower his body and his knee over the male's torso. He was
attempting to secure the male's right arm and get it behind his back so he could cuff him. And immediately
the male popped up to his knees, maintaining his active resistance and Officer McNeely struggled to secure
the male's arm, as he was now, | mean his active resistance and agitation was apparent and | mean it was
violent, like throughout. He, he was not, he did not want to be detained it appeared. While he was on his
knees, Officer McNeely shouted out, gun, gun, he's got a gun. And | looked down and as he was on his
knees with his front facing towards me, | looked down at his front left jeans' pocket, and | saw the black
backstrap of a firearm and like the swooping tang that would come in on a grip. And | could see that
protruding from the top of his, of his front left pants' pocket.".  Bennie got to his feet. He described Bennie
reaching down toward his left front pant's pocket. He pulled out his firearm. McNeely had Bennie's
head/left arm and delivered strikes. He talked about Officer McNeely delivering several strikes to Bennie's
torso area during the transition to his feet. There was no effect. Bennie did not comply at all. He told
Officer McNeely that he had lethal cover and said brace contact. Officer McNeely told him to take it.
Officer McNeely pushed off Bennie and created distance. He described Bennie facing towards him but
slightly oblique. He talked about Bennies's hand being down at his left side where the firearm was. He said
he saw Bennie's left hand at his waistband. He believed Bennie was going to shoot him, his partners or
Brenda. He talked about having an immediate fear for everyone present. He fired his gun at Bennie in a
rapid succession. He observed Bennie collapsing and the rounds had an effect. He discontinued shooting.
He said Bennie landed into his left shoulder/side and roll onto his back. Bennie's arms went to his side and
he could see there was not a firearm in his hand. He said he could see the firearm was still in his waistband.
He conducted a reload. He called out shots fired over the radio.
Brenda was still screaming. He asked for a supervisor and medical aid. He noticed Sgt
Martin arrived a short time later. He maintained a position of cover and McNeely removed the firearm from
Bennie's left front pocket. McNeely threw it a short distance away into the roadway. He described the gun
as a black semiautomatic looking firearm. Gustason looked for injuries on Bennie and began chest
compressions. The Fire Department arrived a short time later and relieved Gustason. He said "But you
know, | mean | think it's, it's important to note, you know, | really, we, we attempted to do absolutely
everything through our force continuum that we have on our Department." He described this as a lethal force
encounter and he had to do this because it was entirely necessary for the safety of his partners and Brenda.
Prior to leaving the scene he showed Sgt Shafner the direction he was facing when he fired and where he
had been standing.
| asked him if he recognized Bennie from prior contacts and he mentioned he looked familiar
but could not place him. | asked him if Bennie said anything during the incident. Bennie did not say
anything. He talked about Bennie grunting and thought it appeared he had been using a stimulant. He
described Bennie as very agitated. Brenda had been screaming and could not recall any distinct words. As
she was escorted away form the scene she said something about her son.
| asked him some more details about this area of Tacoma and his patrol district. He talked
about the recent gang activity, a homicide and drive-by shootings in the area. | asked him a few more
details about Bennie's body position once he was up to his feet. He said the following "Based upon my
recollection, as again this was a very dynamic, active, like rapidly evolving tense situation. | recall seeing
Officer Gustason off to my right. The male was directly in front of me, and Officer McNeely was immediately
to my front left. And Officer McNeely had a hold of the male's head and shoulder, and he was trying to isolate
his, his right arm. He had a hold on his right side. So positionally he was in front of me, slightly to my left by a
few degrees, and his body positioning wasn't entirely squared to me, but slightly canted to his left. So his
whole torso was still generally in my direction, with a slight cant to his left. And when Officer McNeely did the
push off, and | elected to deploy my firearm, he still was in that position as Officer McNeely had pushed off
and stepped away from him." He described Bennie's right side being closest to him. He estimated Bennie
was 7-9 ft away. | asked him what Bennie's body position was when he fired. He described Bennie's torso
canted wit his right side exposed to him. Bennie's left side was away from him and his left hands was down
next to his waistband near the firearm. He saw Bennie fall onto his left shoulder and then onto his back.
He talked about his Taser being all black. This was the Taser in the street away from the Subaru.  Officer
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Gustason's Taser was later recovered under the Subaru. Detective Folden and Investigator Davis asked a
few more follow up questions. He was not aware of any other Officers firing their weapons or Tasers. |
also asked him about the lighting conditions in the area where the stop occurred. He talked about the
intermittent street lighting. He clarified that the gun he saw was in Bennie's pocket.

We had Officer Bradley draw a rough diagram of the area and the positions of people during
the shooting as he recalled. He labeled Officer Gustason as 067, McNeely as 184 and 235 for him. | asked
him about this backstop. He talked about the berm, metal iron fence around the church perimeter. Det
Folden took a photo of the diagram. His statement ended at 1121 hours.

On 09-12-19 at around 1000 hours, | checked out the three Tasers from property MC #10
Officer McNeely's, MC#25 Officer Bradley's, MC#28 Officer Gustason's. | cut open the packaging and had
Sgt Leach download the data. He printed off the data which | later placed into evidence. According to the
download reports, Officer McNeely's Taser #X290085K5 had not been fired during the incident, Officer
Gustason's Taser #X00-091055 was fired on 09-08-19 at 03:21:26 (time appeared to be off based on radio
transmissions as shots fired was transmitted at 02:41:08 hrs) with the duration of 5 seconds then at 03:21:29
another 3 seconds duration. Officer Bradley's Taser #<290040E8 was armed at 02:40:26, fired at 02:40:28
first cartridge for a duration of 5 seconds and 02:40:31 second cartridge for a duration of 5 seconds. | re-
sealed the Taser's and placed them back into evidence.

On 09-12-19 at around 1300 hours, Det Folden, Forensics Investigator Mell and Anderson, and |
canvassed the area of 34th/Portland for any other projectiles. We also followed up on any surveillance
cameras on house in the area. | left a business card at 1436 S 35th after noticing cameras. Det Folden
later followed up with that homeowner. We did not locate any more projectiles. Deputy Powers with our
traffic unit later conducted an overview scan/photos of the area with a drone.

| set up a time to call a relative of Bennie Branch after they called and left a message. | called
at the arranged time but no one answered. | left a message. The registered owner of the Subaru called in
Keith Simmons and Det Folden left a message with him that Gene's towing had the vehicle.

| downloaded Bradley's interview onto a CD along with the transcript. | placed the CD, CD's
with radio traffic from SS911 for the incident, transcribed radio traffic up to the shooting and the Taser
download reports into evidence at the PCSD/TPD main property room.

On 09/08/19 at 0316 hours | was called out to a Tacoma Police Department officer involved
shooting near E. 35th St. and Portland Av. E. in the City of Tacoma. | arrived at the scene at about 0415
hours and received a briefing. TPD Officer Casteneda had contacted a parked vehicle at E. 35th St. and R.
St. E. with multiple occupants. He had asked for a backing unit and then advised that there was a firearm in
the car. He then reported an occupant of the car had fled on foot, got into another car, which then drove
away, turning north on Portland Av. E. That car had been stopped by TPD Officers Bradley and McNeely.
TPD Officer Gustason had arrived to assist. A struggle ensued with the male that had left the original contact
as he attempted to drive the second vehicle away. During the struggle, the male was found to be armed and
was then shot. The male died at the scene. The male was later identified as Bennie Branch.

Det. Sgt. Brockway directed me and Det. Sgt. Catey to interview the female driver of the second
vehicle, Brenda Branch (Bennie Branch's mother) and then Officers McNeely and Gustason. We went to the
Pierce County Sheriff's Department headquarters to conduct those interviews. Brenda Branch was brought
to the location by a TPD officer.

Brenda Branch was initially hysterical and | was not certain she would be able to make a
statement. At 0625 hours she consented to an audio recorded interview. Brenda said she lives in her car, a
2000 Subaru Outback. Her son, Bennie Branch, had been with her that evening. Brenda wanted to sleep
but Bennie wanted her to drive him places. Bennie left to charge his phone in another car. The police
(presumably Officer Casteneda) arrived and Bennie came back to her car. Brenda said he was on drugs and
had a gun. She said he had a probation violation warrant. Bennie told her that he wasn't going back, they're
going to have to kill him. Brenda said she did not think he was serious. Bennie told her to go. She said
Bennie tried to "floor it" but she stopped the car.

The police said to get out of the car. She said Bennie would not get out so they tased him. They
got him out of the car and to the ground. She said an officer was elbowing Bennie in the face. Brenda said
Bennie had a gun on his back side. She said the officers got the gun and kicked it out of the way. Bennie
then got up and ran away. She said he was shot while he was running away. She said there were 4 shots.
She reiterated that Bennie was "talking crazy talk about he wanted to die, he was tired of doing drugs".
Brenda said Bennie was a methamphetamine user. Brenda said she was going to walk in front of a car and
kill herself.

The interview terminated at 0642 hours. It should be noted that it is critical to review the audio
interview and the transcription of the interview. Brenda's statements were not necessarily in chronological
order and were very disjointed. My summary of that interview is my interpretation of that statement.

Brenda left screaming. She walked directly to Tacoma Av. S. and started screaming in the middle
of the street. We guided her back to the side walk and the TPD Officer that brought her called for medical
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aid. Detective Catey attempted to contact her family. Medical Aid arrived and another TPD officer arrived to
assist. Detective Catey and | went back into the headquarters area to prepare for the next interview.

Detective Catey and | interviewed Officer Gustason at 0736 hours. Officer Gustason agreed to
an audio and video recorded interview. See Detective Catey's report for a summary of that interview.

At 0854 hours we interviewed Officer Gustason. He agreed to have the interview audio and video
recorded. Also present for the interview was Prosecutor's Office Investigators Gene Miller and Dan Davis,
and TPD Officer Randy Frisbie. Officer Gustason said he had been a patrol officer with TPD since June of
2018.

Officer Gustason said he heard Officer Casteneda call out his contact and then request a second
officer. He started driving that direction and then heard Officer Casteneda say there was a gun in the car.
Officer Casteneda also described a male walking away to another car and that car leaving to the north on
Portland Av. E. He had seen Unit 235, which was a patrol car with Officer's Bradley and McNeely pass in
front of him at an intersection, as they were proceeding to back up Officer Casteneda. He heard them ask
Officer Casteneda on the radio if they should stop the car and he responded that they should. He saw those
officers stop the car leaving the area. He heard screaming in the background of their transmission so he
elected to help them, bypassing Officer Casteneda.

Officer Gustason saw Officer Bradley on the driver's side of the vehicle holding with his gun
drawn. He saw Officer McNeely on the passenger side also with his gun drawn, directing the occupants to
put their hands up. Officer Gustason said he saw a screaming female (Brendalin Branch) in the driver's
seat of the car. He saw a male (Bennie Branch) in the car that appeared to be pushing her out of the car.
Officer Gustason holstered his gun and attempted to pull the male out but he was too far into the driver's seat
for him to reach him effectively. He decided to deploy his Taser ECW. The deployment was effective. The
male locked up and fell out of the car. Officer McNeely went around the front of the car at that point. He saw
the Taser timer counting down and then activated it again. He thought he put the Taser on the passenger
seat of the car and then ran around the back of the car to assist.

Officer Gustason put his knee on Bennie Branch's back and then tried to control his right arm.
Bennie Branch was able to rise up on all fours. He was elbowing Officer Gustason with his right arm. Officer
Gustason repeatedly told him to get on his stomach. He struck Bennie Branch with his knee. Branch was
able to stand up. He heard either Officer McNeely or Officer Bradley say "gun". Officer Gustason wrapped
his arms around Branch. He felt a hard object in his left front pants pocket. It occurred to him that the object
might be a gun. He heard Officer Bradley say he was going to take a contact shot. He let go of the grip he
had with his arms wrapped around Branch but tried to maintain a grip on Branch's right arm. He heard
someone say "I'm gonna take the shot" and someone say "take it". Officer Gustason pushed away from
Branch and started to draw his firearm. From his position, Bennie Branch's back was mostly toward him but
he could see that his hands were at his waistband. He believed that Bennie Branch was reaching for the
object that he believed was probably the gun. During the process of drawing he heard 2-3 shots which were
part of a larger succession of shots that he thought might have been six or seven. He saw that Officer
Bradley was shooting. Officer Gustason said he had decided to shoot also but he saw Branch falling to the
ground. Branch hit the ground and rolled over onto his back.

Officer Gustason holstered his firearm, put on gloves and checked Branch for weapons. He said
Branch had lost or was losing consciousness. He saw multiple injuries to his torso. He started CPR. He
saw the gun in Branch's pocket. Officer McNeely pulled it out and he could see that it had a CO2 cartridge.
Officer McNeely tossed it away. He was eventually relieved by fire department personnel.

On 09/10/19 | obtained a search warrant that granted the search of the Subaru that Brendalin
Branch had been driving. That car had been towed to the Pierce County Sheriff's Department's South Hill
Precinct secure vehicle storage building. The warrant was granted by Judge Blinn. At 1330 hours Det. Sgt.
Brockway, Forensics Officer Arcadia, and | served the warrant. The vehicle had been secured with evidence
tape which was intact. It should be noted that the sunroof was open several inches however. | searched
primarily on the passenger side of the vehicle. | found several pieces of Taser confetti in several various
spots. | saw some on the driver's side as well but those were collected by Det. Sgt. Brockway. In the glove
box | found registration for the vehicle in the name of Keith Edwin Simmons. In a silver purse on the rear
passenger floor board | found a brown wallet. The wallet contained several cards bearing Brendelin Branch's
name. These aforementioned items were seized and placed into evidence. On 09/11/19 | filed the warrant
with the clerk's office. | later placed a copy of the warrant into evidence.

On 09/11/19 Det. Sgt. Brockway and | interviewed Officer Bradley. Also present was Officer
Bradley's attorney, Michael Staropoli. See Det. Sgt. Brockway's report for details of that interview.
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On 09/20/19 | picked up a packet of information concerning the incident from the Tacoma Fire
Department. The packet included written reports and also a CD containing radio traffic. | placed that into

evidence.
| also put DVDs containing the case cracker video recorded interviews of Officers McNeely and

Gustason and a CD containing audio only recordings of the interviews of Officers McNeely and Gustason
and of Brendelin Branch into evidence.

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Narrative:

On 09-08-2019, at 0316 hours, | was called out to assist with an officer involved shooting incident
which occurred in the City of Tacoma in the area of 35th St E and Portland Ave. | arrived on scene at about
0403 hours. Several other CIB members arrived on scene and we were briefed on the information known to
that point by Tacoma PD Sergeant Shafner.

| learned a TPD Officer had called out on a suspicious vehicle in the area which he advised
contained 4 individuals. He was familiar with a female in the vehicle and was aware she was commonly
known to possess firearms. He further advised a black male in a red sweatshirt had walked away from the
vehicle and entered a nearby red station wagon which was leaving the area. The vehicle did a U-Turn and
began to drive west on 35th St. The vehicle turned north on Portland Ave and a traffic stop was conducted
by a 2-officer car. A struggle ensued with a male occupant inside the station wagon. A Taser application
was used followed by another struggle between the male and officers. A gun was seen by officers in the
area of the male's waistband. It appeared the male was attempting to reach into his waistband area where
the weapon was located, and shots were fired by one of the officers on scene.

Det/Sgt Brockway was assigned as the lead investigator for this incident. Detective Folden and |
were assigned to conduct interviews with a female witness to the incident who | was informed was the male's
mother and identified to me as Brenda Branch. | was also assigned to conduct interviews with Detective
Folden of the witness officers Jonathan McNeely and Officer Shawn Gustason. The interviews were
conducted at the County City Building (CCB).

Brenda was transported to the CCB by a Tacoma PD patrol officer. | went outside to introduce
myself to Brenda who was seated in the back of the patrol vehicle. Brenda was hysterical and yelling that
her son had been shot. Initially it was thought due to Brenda's state she would be unable to provide a
statement. Brenda was able to calm herself and agreed to provide a statement.

Brenda was escorted into the CCB by Det. Folden and |. Brenda's interview was conducted by Det.
Folden. Brenda agreed to an audio recording of the interview. Please see Det. Folden's report and the
transcript of the interview for complete details.

Upon completion of Brenda's interview, she made a statement about walking into traffic to harm
herself. After leaving the CCB, Brenda immediately walked to into the roadway on Tacoma Ave screaming.
Brenda was convinced to return to the sidewalk but continued to scream about her son. The TPD Officer
who transported Brenda called for an ambulance. | contacted a family member and informed them of the
situation. | was informed arrangements would be made to have a family member come to the CCB for
Brenda. | informed the TPD Officer of this. Det. Folden and | then returned to the CCB to prepare for our
next interview.

Det. Folden and | next spoke with Tacoma PD Officer Jonathan McNeely. Officer McNeely's
interview was led by me. Also present for the interview was Prosecutor Office Investigators Gene Miller and
Dan Davis, and TPD Officer J.F. Smith.

Officer McNeely allowed the interview to be audio and video recorded. The Case Cracker recording
system was used to record Officer McNeely's interview.

Officer McNeely has worked for the Tacoma Police Department for 4 72 years. Officer McNeely told
us that he has no prior law enforcement experience. His primary duty assignment is a graveyard shift patrol
officer. His normal work hours are from 2000 hours to 0600 hours. On the evening of this incident Officer
McNeely started his shift at 2300 hours. Officer McNeely was riding in a 2 person fully marked patrol vehicle
with Patrol Specialist Ryan Bradley. Officer Bradley's call sign of H235 was used for the evening.

Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely were in Officer Bradley's fully marked Tacoma Police
Department Ford Explorer. The vehicle was equipped with an exterior red and blue light bar and audible
emergency siren. Officer McNeely stated the vehicle was clearly identifiable as a police vehicle.
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Officer McNeely was dressed in his Tacoma Police Department blue jumpsuit with Tacoma Police
patches affixed to both shoulders. He was wearing an external vest carrier.

Officer McNeely informed us that he has received training focused on gang activity. He has also
been a Police Training Officer for the last year and a half, he is a Defensive Tactics instructor, and a member
of the Tacoma SWAT Team.

Officer McNeely described his shift as being typical. He and officer Bradley handled several calls
and made a warrant arrest earlier in the shift. He estimated responding to between 8 and 9 calls prior to this
incident.

Officer McNeely told us this call came out as a priority back up call. Another officer (Officer
Castaneda) had called out on a proactive vehicle stop which was occupied by 3 or 4 subjects in the area of
East R St and 36th St. The officer then advised over the air that there was a gun in the car then requested
priority backup. Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely were on their way to another call and diverted to assist
Officer Castaneda with the vehicle stop. While in route to assist Officer Castaneda he updated that a male
had fled from the vehicle. An initial description of a male in a red hoodie was broadcast by Officer
Castaneda. Officer Castaneda further advised the male was fleeing the area in a station wagon type vehicle.
The vehicle was reported to be traveling westbound toward Portland Ave.

As Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely arrived in the area, they observed a Subaru station wagon
turn northbound on Portland Ave from the area Officer Castaneda had reported. Believing this was the
station wagon broadcast by Officer Castaneda, Officer McNeely asked if he needed the vehicle stopped.
Officer McNeely believed Officer Castaneda's response was yes. Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely pulled
in behind the Subaru with their emergency equipment activated. Officer McNeely told us the Subaru
immediately yielded and pulled to the right in about the 3400 block of Portland Ave on the east side of the
road facing northbound.

Officer McNeely told us that at the time of the stop they were aware that Officer Castaneda had
called out that he had somebody with a gun, had requested priority backup and a male was fleeing from the
stop. The person reported as fleeing had left in a station wagon style vehicle.

Officer McNeely told us the stop was treated as a high risk stop due to the information known to
them with the obvious officer safety concerns regarding a subject being armed. Officer McNeely described
the Subaru's back windows as being fogged up which limited his visibility into the vehicle from their position.
Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely approached the vehicle to gain a better position to see inside the
vehicle. As they approached the rear of the vehicle, they pied out to gain a better visual assessment of what
was occurring inside the vehicle. The windows were still fogged to a point making it difficult for Officer
McNeely to see into the interior of the vehicle. He could hear Officer Bradley giving verbal commands of,
Tacoma Police, show me your hands or something similar to that. As Officer Bradley was giving verbal
commands, he was holding his handgun. Officer McNeely stated that it did not appear Officer Bradley was
receiving any type of compliance from the occupants of the vehicle from his verbal commands.

Officer McNeely continued to improve his position until he was able to gain a visual observation of
the interior of the vehicle. He observed a light-skinned male possible of American Indian or Hispanic descent
or possibly a light skinned black male wearing a red hoodie inside the vehicle. The male was later identified
as Bennie Branch. He described the front portion of the vehicle as having possibly two seats with a center
console between them. He observed Bennie sitting in the middle straddling the center console with his hand
on the steering wheel and his other hand on the gear shift while attempting to step on the accelerator. There
was a female later identified as Brenda seated in the driver's seat of the vehicle. Officer McNeely described
Brenda as shrieking uncontrollably. It appeared to Officer McNeely, Bennie was attempting to climb into the
driver's seat. At this point Officer McNeely was unsure of what was occurring inside the vehicle. He believed
it may be possibly a carjacking in progress based on Bennie's position and Brenda's emotional response.

Officer McNeely had his handgun in his hand and began giving verbal commands to Bennie to show
his hands. Officer McNeely remembered Bennie looking back at him but did not respond to his verbal
commands. Officer McNeely then opened the front passenger side door and again repeated his verbal
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commands. Bennie again looked at Officer McNeely then moved further to the driver's seat fully occupying
the driver's seat on top of Brenda as he continued to press the accelerator.

Officer McNeely then holstered his weapon and entered the vehicle to go hands on with Bennie in an
attempt to remove him from the vehicle. Officer McNeely told us that he grabbed Bennie in the area of his
right shoulder and left neck area in an attempt to gain control of him. Bennie continued to struggle with
Officer McNeely and pulled away. At this point Officer McNeely was holding onto only the fabric of Bennie's
hoodie. Officer McNeely heard Officer Bradley tell Bennie that he was going to be Tased. The drivers side
door was open as well. Based on Bennie's noncompliance Officer McNeely yelled for Officer Bradley to
Taser Bennie. Officer Brandley deployed his Taser which appeared to have no effect on Bennie. Officer
McNeely attempted to again gain physical control of Bennie who began to flail around in attempt to escape
Officer McNeely's control. Officer McNeely disengaged with Bennie and exited the vehicle. Officer Gustason
had arrived on scene to assist and deployed his Taser. Upon Officer Gustason's Taser deployment, Bennie
fell out of the open driver's side door onto the ground.

Officer McNeely moved around the front of the car to Bennie's position on the driver's side. As
Officer McNeely arrived at Bennie's position the Taser was ending its electrical cycle and Bennie immediately
began to actively resist Officer McNeely. Officer McNeely described him as rolling around and attempting to
get up from the ground. A second Taser application was applied with the desired effect. Officer McNeely
then attempted to gain control of Bennie while under the effects of the Taser's electrical current. Officer
McNeely placed his knee on Bennie's shoulder blade and attempted to grab his right shoulder. As soon as
the Taser had completed its cycle Bennie began to continue his resistance to Officer McNeely's attempts to
gain control. Officer McNeely described Bennie as rolling like an alligator as he flailed around and attempting
to post an arm to try to stand. As they continued to struggle Officer McNeely was able to get Bennie to his
back at which point he placed a knee in the area of his sternum. While doing a visual sweep of Bennie he
saw the black grip of a pistol in Bennie's front left pants pocket. He described what he observed as the
backstrap portion of the grip of a small black handgun.

Officer McNeely stated he yelled he has a gun to advise Officer Bradley and Officer Gustason.
Officer McNeely then began to deliver closed fist strikes to Bennie in an attempt to gain his compliance.
Officer McNeely was able to control Bennie's right hand but did not have any control of Bennie's left hand. It
appeared to Officer McNeely that Bennie was attempting to gain control of the handgun in his left pocket with
his left hand. Officer McNeely told us that he delivered between three and eight strikes to Bennie's head and
chest with his right fist and forearm in an attempt to gain compliance. Bennie continued to fight thru the
strikes which appeared to have no effect. While struggling with Bennie, Officer McNeely continued to give
him verbal commands telling him not to reach for it and continuing to advise Officer Bradley that he had a
gun. Officer McNeely attempted to move to a position of head control in an attempt to gain control of both of
Bennie's arms to prevent him from gaining access to his firearm. As Officer McNeely transitioned to the back
side of Bennie's shoulders, Bennie was able to post his left hand and come to his knees. Officer McNeely
can feel Bennie beginning to stand up and him moving his left arm moving to the area of the weapon. Officer
McNeely again attempted to gain control of Bennie by pulling him into a bear hug with his right hand around
his neck in an attempt to pin him into his body. Officer Gustason was also involved in the struggle with
Bennie and attempting to gain control of his left arm. Officer Gustason also verbally advised Bennie had a
gun.

Officer McNeely described Bennie as moving his left arm to the area of his waistband in what he
perceived as an attempt to draw his weapon. As he continued to struggle with Bennie Officer McNeely
continued to verbally alert Officer Bradley that he was attempting to access his weapon. Officer McNeely
recalled Officer Bradley advising Officer McNeely to break off as he intended to take a contact shot. Officer
McNeely stated he did not feel comfortable disengaging at that point because it would give Bennie the ability
to possibly access his weapon believing his intent was to shoot him and Office Gustason as they struggled.
Officer McNeely was aware that Officer Gustason had disengaged with Bennie which allowed Bennie to
regain control of his left hand. Officer McNeely described Bennie having his left hand on the grip of the gun
in his pocket and advised Officer Bradley that he had his gun. Officer McNeely fearing, he was about to be
shot by Bennie, disengaged and began to draw his service weapon to engage with Bennie. As Officer
McNeely pushed away from Bennie, he heard shots being fired. He looked to his left and observed Officer
Bradley firing his weapon at Bennie. Officer McNeely believed Officer Bradley fired his weapon 8 to 10 times
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in rapid succession. Officer Bradley's shots were fired in a north or north western direction from between 6 to
12 feet. Officer McNeely described seeing Bennie's hand on his pistol and pulling it out. Bennie made a full
turn and fell to the ground on his back after taking 3 to 4 steps. In the time it took Officer McNeely to
disengage with Bennie and draw his weapon, Bennie was on the ground and not moving with his hands out.
Officer McNeely told us that he did not fire his weapon. Officer McNeely described Bennie has having his left
hand near his head and this right hand to his side. Officer McNeely described clearly seeing a small black
pistol in Bennie's pocket. Officer McNeely removed the handgun from Bennie's pocket and threw it behind
him about 3 to 4 feet in order to separate it from Bennie.

Once other units arrived on scene making it more secure, they began removing Bennie's clothing to
provide medical aid. Officer Gustason performed CPR until Tacoma Fire arrived. Bennie was not
handcuffed during as they performed medical aid on him. Tacoma Fire arrived on scene and continued
medical aid.

Once additional units had arrived, and medical aid arrived Officer McNeely told us that he noted a
portion of the guns grip had shifted revealing possibly a Co2 cartridge in the grip. Officer McNeely told us
that prior to seeing this he believed the gun to be real and described it as a black semiautomatic compact
size handgun.

Prosecutor Investigator Gene Miller asked Officer McNeely why photos had been taken of his hands
prior to the incident. Officer McNeely informed us that the photos were taken due to the strikes. Officer
McNeely told us that he was having pain in his hand due to the strikes now making it difficulty to clench his
hand into a fist. Officer McNeely also described having a black with silver print military KIA bracelet for a
soldier he knew who was killed in combat had been ripped off of his wrist during the struggle with Bennie.

Prosecutor Investigator Dan Davis asked several questions regarding the incident. Officer McNeely
provided the same basic information as he had during the initial interview.

Officer McNeely suffered soreness in his hands and wrists as a result of this incident. He also
scraped his left knee during the struggle which was photographed. Officer McNeely had no damage to his
uniform.

The interview with Officer McNeely was concluded at 0841 hours.

We next spoke to Tacoma Police Officer Shawn Gustason. Officer Gustason's interview was led by
Detective Folden. Officer Gustason agreed to an audio recording of the interview. Please see Det. Folden's
report and the transcript of the interview for complete details.

Officer Gustason confirmed that he responded to assist Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely on the
traffic stop related to this incident. Upon his arrival he observed both Officer Bradley and Officer McNeely
out with the vehicle. Both officers had their weapons drawn and were giving verbal commands to the
occupants of the vehicle. Officer Gustason observed a white female in the driver's seat (Brenda) and what
appeared to be a black male (Bennie) attempting to push the female from the car. Officer Gustason
observed Officer McNeely open the passenger side door and attempt to gain control of Bennie. Officer
Gustason moved to the passenger side of the vehicle. Officer Gustason holstered his firearm and attempted
to gain physical control of Bennie but was unsuccessful. Officer Gustason transitioned to his Taser. Officer
Gustason deployed his Taser. Officer Gustason's Taser application was successful which caused Bennie to
fall from the vehicle onto the ground outside the driver's side. Office McNeely ran around the car and
attempted to gain control of Bennie. The 5 second cycle for Officer Gustason's Taser had completed just as
Officer McNeely reached Bennie. Officer Gustason activated his Taser for a second 5 second cycle then set
the Taser down inside the vehicle and ran around the vehicle to assist Officer McNeely in handcuffing
Bennie. Bennie resisted Officer McNeely and Officer Gustason's attempts to take him into custody.

During the struggle Officer Gustason continued to give verbal commands to Bennie telling him to get
on his stomach. Officer Gustason delivered knee strikes which were ineffective as Bennie continued to
struggle and attempt to get to this feet. Officer Gustason heard one of the other officer's yell gun as he
struggled with Bennie. Officer Gustason felt a hark object in Bennie's left pocket during the struggle. Officer
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Gustason heard Officer Bradley announce that he was going to take a contact shot. Officer Gustason pulled
away from Bennie but maintained a hold on his arm in anticipation of Officer Bradley firing his weapon.
Officer Gustason then heard Officer Bradley announce he intended to take a shot. Officer Gustason said
that he pushed away from Bennie and turned while starting to draw his holstered firearm. Officer Gustason
heard two to three shots and observed Bennie and Office McNeely in close proximity. Bennie had his hands
in the area of his waistband and appeared to be trying to pull something from his pocket. Officer Gustason
then heard additional shots he estimated between 6 -7. As Officer Gustason turned, he observed Officer
Bradley firing. As Officer Gustason drew his weapon intending to fire, he observed Bennie falling to the
ground. Officer Gustason did not fire his weapon during the incident.

Officer Gustason began providing aid to Bennie until Fire arrived and took over care. Just prior to
starting care of Bennie, Officer Gustason observed the grip of a gun. Officer McNeely removed the firearm
from Bennie and threw it. Officer Gustason told us that he observed the gun had a CO2 cartridge.

Officer Gustason's interview ended at 0937 hours.

Corrina said a police officer arrived and was talking with them
and Sosa walked away to another vehicle. Corrina said the knew Sosa had warrants for his arrest.

More police cars arrived and went after the vehicle Sosa had gotten into. Corrina said she heard
gunshots a few seconds later.
