Narrative:

On 01/23/21 Tacoma Police Officer E.Batres and | (Tacoma Police Officer T.Waddell) were on
uniformed patrol as a two-officer unit (#B-314) driving our fully marked patrol vehicle in the City of Tacoma in
the State of Washington. We were dispatched to the area of S 9th St and Pacific Ave reference officers on
scene of a large hostile crowd asking for priority backup.

Officer Batres and | approached from S 9th St. As we reached S 9th St and Commerce | could see
several vehicles blocking the intersection of S 9th St and Pacific Ave in all directions. There was also a large
crowd of approximately one hundred pedestrians in the roadway. | saw a patrol car with emergency lights
activated drive southbound on Pacific Ave towards S 10th St. The crowd pursued that patrol car. |
witnessed one member of the crowd throw a projectile towards the fleeing patrol car. | can describe the
projectile as a cylindrical object that was reflective (possibly a bottle) that had an unknown light colored
object on it (possibly a rag/towel). From my training and experience of thirteen years as a Police Officer |
believe this projectile was an improvised "Molotov cocktail" which is an incendiary device designed to
explode upon impact. | did not note any obvious ignition or fire from the object as it was thrown or when it
landed in the 900 block of Pacific Ave.

In lieu of continuing directly to S 9th St and Pacific Ave where a large hostile crowd was still present
Officer Batres and | drove south on Commerce to S 11th St rallying with Tacoma Police Officers C.Bain and
R.Cockle at S 10th St and Pacific Ave. We approached on foot towards S 9th St and | noted the presence of
broken glass where | saw the aforementioned projectile land confirming my suspicion that it was a bottle. As
we arrived at S 9th St and Pacific we found a male lying in the intersection later identified as O/HUFF-
MCKAY. There was a crowd of approximately twenty people standing around O/HUFF-MCKAY yelling at us.
Verbal commands were issued and most of the crowd dispersed from the intersection remaining on the
sidewalks and crosswalks. Tacoma Fire was requested to respond, but due to the unsafe surroundings they
were asked to stage in the area of S 10th and Pacific until the scene was safer.

Approximately a minute later the majority of the crowd had calmed and Tacoma Fire was asked to
respond directly to O/HUFF-MCKAY and no longer stage. Tacoma Fire arrived shortly thereafter and treated
O/HUFF-MCKAY eventually placing him in an AMR ambulance and transporting him to Saint Joseph's
Hospital. | rode in the ambulance with Tacoma Fire and O/HUFF-MCKAY to Saint Joseph's Hospital.

Doctors at the hospital stated that O/HUFF-MCKAY had a laceration to his left hip/torso area and
multiple abrasions from his feet to his torso. None of O/HUFF-MCKAY's injuries were described as life
threatening by doctors.

| spoke with O/HUFF-MCKAY who stated that he was at S 9th St and Pacific Ave participating in the
street racing gathering. O/HUFF-MCKAY stated that he was on foot in the intersection of S 9th St and
Pacific Ave recording the gathering with his cellular phone when police arrived. O/HUFF-MCKAY stated that
a large crowd surrounded a patrol car and started to strike the hood. O/HUFF-MCKAY stated that he never
struck the patrol car. O/HUFF-MCKAY described his position as "3 or 4 rows back" from the people striking
the patrol car. O/HUFF-MCKAY stated that he saw the patrol car reverse, then suddenly accelerate forward
knocking him to the ground and running him over.

S422 SGT Wimmer was advised of O/HUFF-MCKAY's injuries.

While | was at Saint Joseph's Hospital | was advised by staff that another patient had arrived via a
privately owned vehicle claiming to have also been struck by a police car. | contacted that patient and
identified him as O/JORDAN-LAYACAN. O/JORDAN-LAYACAN stated that he was also at the street racing
gathering at S 9th St and Pacific Ave when police arrived. O/JORDAN-LAYACAN stated that he witnessed a
patrol car "push throw" the crowd, but was stopped by a large crowd which was striking the patrol car.
O/JORDAN-LAYACAN stated that the patrol car reversed, then accelerated forward striking him down to the
ground. O/JORDAN-LAYACAN stated that his left ankle was in considerable pain and he thought it was
broken.

Doctors stated that O/JORDAN-LAYACAN's injuries were superficial and that likely O/JORDAN-
LAYACAN's left ankle was not broken.

S422 SGT Wimmer was advised of O/JORDAN-LAYACAN's injuries as well.

A routine South Sound 911 Records check of O/HUFF-MCKAY and O/JORDAN-LAYACAN
confirmed their identities. O/HUFF-MCKAY had an unconfirmed misdemeanor arrest warrant out of Kent for
Unlawful Race Attendance.

Officer Batres and | remained on scene with O/HUFF-MCKAY and O/JORDAN-LAYACAN at Saint
Joseph's Hospital until relieved by PC FIT detectives.

Narrative: On 1-23-21, | was on routine patrol driving a fully marked Tacoma Police patrol vehicle assigned as

a one-officer car (P069). At 1829 hours, | responded with all south end swing shift units to a priority backup
call at South 9th Street and Pacific Avenue.

| arrived and observed over 15 patrol vehicles in and around the intersection all with their emergency
lights on. | also observed a crowd of about 100 people surrounding the intersection mainly on the northwest,
north, northeast, and east sides. A large portion of the crowd was yelling at the officers. | also observed a
male wearing khaki pants lying on the ground near the southeast corner of the intersection. | then
maintained a position at the northwest corner of the intersection for the next hour or so.

For the first 30-45 minutes, the crowd appeared very agitated. Numerous people were yelling out
various disparaging statements about law enforcement. | heard two such subjects, who | later identified as
W/BUSH and W/CROSBY, as they fed off each other at the northwest corner of the intersection trying to
enflame the crowd. During this time frame, | heard W/BUSH and W/CROSBY yell things about how the
officer in patrol vehicle 2815 had committed a murder, a felony hit and run, or a felony assault. They also
demanded that the officer be arrested immediately, put in handcuffs, and placed in the backseat of a patrol
vehicle. W/CROSBY then yelled out, "The streets protect and serve better than the police!" She then added
that if a citizen decided to drive full speed down Pacific Avenue and run into the group of patrol vehicles
blocking the intersection at 10th and Pacific then the citizen would be shot. Lastly, they demanded that the
officer be immediately fired and not placed on paid administrative leave. Eventually, W/BUSH and

W/CROSBY stopped yelling at us and no longer appeared trying to stoke up the crowd. Once the crowd had
largely cleared out, | contacted both W/BUSH and W/CROSBY, who were both calm and cooperative at that
time.

W/BUSH stated that he resides at 309 South 9th Street, #302. W/BUSH then told me that the
incident began with a "smoke show" in the middle of South 9th and Pacific Avenue. W/BUSH then reported
that the racers had all four ways of the intersection blocked off so that people could do burnouts in their
vehicles in the middle of the intersection. W/BUSH then observed two marked patrol vehicles with their
emergency lights on approach from the south on Pacific Avenue. W/BUSH then saw two additional marked
patrol vehicles with their emergency lights on approach from the east on South 9th Street. W/BUSH then
observed vehicle 2815 travel westbound on 9th Street to the east side of the intersection where a large group
of citizens had gathered. W/BUSH then observed the vehicle back up, stop very briefly, and then quickly
accelerate. W/BUSH then saw vehicle 2815 run over the male in the khaki pants. W/BUSH then said that
vehicle 2815 hit several citizens with the front PIT bars but that the male victim was actually run over by the
vehicle. W/BUSH then told me that vehicle 2815 first drove westbound through the intersection to 9th and
Commerce Street, turned around, whereupon the officer advised over the PA for the crowd to disperse.
Vehicle 2815 then backed up again and left northbound on Commerce Street at a high rate of speed. |then
contacted W/CROSBY, who lives at 303 South 9th Street, #D.

W/CROSBY was outside on the north side of 9th Street just west of Pacific Avenue streaming on
Facebook live on her cell phone the "smoke show" in the middle of the intersection. W/CROSBY then saw
patrol vehicle 2815 (NOTE: Both W/BUSH and W/CROSBY are adamant that is the correct patrol vehicle
number) approach the intersection from the east on 9th Street. The vehicle then stopped in front of the
crowd. The officer then backed up for some reason. W/CROSBY then reported that the officer then
accelerated at a very high rate of speed westbound into the large crowd of people. W/CROSBY then
estimated that the officer ran over "fifteen to twenty" citizens as the officer appeared to "floor it". W/CROSBY
then added that the officer "ran them over intentionally". W/CROSBY insisted that the officer's vehicle
physically ran over fifteen to twenty people. The patrol vehicle then traveled westbound on 9th Street before
stopping at Commerce Street. After briefly turning around and advising the crowd to disperse via the PA
system, vehicle 2815 left northbound on Commerce Street.

Though I did not ask to view the footage, which W/CROSBY had earlier told the crowd she had
already uploaded to various social media platforms, W/CROSBY's cell phone may have captured this
incident on video. (NOTE: W/BUSH did not have his cell phone with him and did not capture any of the
incident on video.)

| then cleared the scene after being advised by SGT Smith that | could do so once we had secured
the intersection for further investigation.

She advised that more people started to swarm the
police vehicle and she observed the vehicle attempt to reverse slowly, then the vehicle went forward, broke
free of the crowd, and ran over a person. W/ENNA advised she would be willing to submit her video as

evidence.

W/MICHAEL stated that he was a former police officer for King County. He said he and his wife,
W/ENNA, were eating at The Matador (721 Pacific Avenue) and could hear what he knew to be street racers
from inside the restaurant. He said he could smell the scent of burnt rubber from within the restaurant as
well. He said some time had passed, they paid their bill and began to walk out of the restaurant and walked
southbound on Pacific Avenue toward S 9th Street and observed a large crowd. W/MICHAEL described the

same events as stated above.

On 01-23-2021 | was assigned to the Tacoma Police Departments Violence Reduction Team. | was
wearing a full TPD uniform equipped with patches and POLICE markings. | was operating a fully marked
patrol vehicle equipped with emergency lights and audible siren.

At approximately 1819 hours | was working on an unrelated call when | heard SS911 dispatch advise
of a 911 call in the intersection of S 9th and Pacific Avenue. The call was regarding a large group of "street
racers" congregating in the intersection, "speeding and doing donuts". Multiple callers gave descriptions of
different vehicles, "taking turns" doing donuts and performing in the middle of the intersection while a large
group congregated around the intersection, watching and filming the incident while blocking traffic.

| heard multiple units arriving in the area of S 9th and Pacific via the radio. Shortly after arriving, |
heard units advise that the group was attempting to assault Law Enforcement officers and were surrounding
PPO PHAN's marked police car. Units on scene requested priority back up, stating "We need all the units we
can have here".

| broke from the call | was on, and responded east bound on S 9th St towards Pacific Ave. Upon
reaching Commerce St, | was able to see that the large group had the intersection completely blocked off,
thus not allowing any ingress or egress of the area for emergency vehicles. | proceeded southbound on
Commerce St, in order to approach the area from S 9th and A St.

While in route, | was able to hear units asking for medical aid priority for a subject who had been
possibly struck by a vehicle. | approached intersection of S 9th and Pacific on foot and observed a while
male, possibly in his 20-30's, lying on his back near the east crosswalk of 9th and Pacific. The male was
being tended to by a TPD officer as well as a citizen. | observed that he was alert, talking and conversing
while lying on his back.

As soon as | arrived on scene, it was immediately apparent that the crowd which was gathered on
the sidewalks of the intersection was hostile and uncooperative. They were repeatedly yelling anti police
profanity towards us. They were calling us murderers, faggots, pigs and many other names; telling us to quit
our jobs and kill ourselves.

| observed that none of the involved "street racers" had stayed on scene as soon as officers arrived.

| stayed on scene and provided security for the intersection, since it was an active crime scene, and
the hostile crowd did not want to voluntarily stay on the sidewalks.

| observed Tacoma Fire arrive on scene and place the WM subject onto a gurney, he was
transported by Rural Metro Ambulance to an area hospital.

| assisted in placing crime scene tape around the intersection of S 9th and Pacific Ave. It was later
determined that our scene also encompassed the whole 700 to 900 block of Pacific Ave, thus requiring us to
expand our area of control in order to preserve scene security for responding investigators as well as
evidence preservation. This was determined while there was still a hostile group gathered at our north scene
line at the north end of the 9th / Pacific Intersection.

| observed SGT J SMITH and LT PATTERSON approach and contact the group, advising them that
we needed to expand our crime scene in order to let the investigators conduct their operation. The group
would not cooperate and refused to move. Multiple PA announcements were given, advising the group that
we needed them to cooperate and move either east bound to S 9th and A St or west bound to S 9th and
Commerce St. The group continued to refuse to move.

At this time, in order to preserve the integrity of the scene, a group of officers, including myself,
approached the crowd on foot, asking them to move. Some complied and moved along willingly. However, a
few refused to move to include one WM subject, who decided to sit in the middle of the crosswalk, passively
resisting and refusing to move. | observed him be detained in metal wrist restraints with very minimal force
used.

As the WM subject was being detained in the crosswalk, | observed a BF subject, aggressively
approach the officers who were detaining him. | observed SGT J SMITH attempt to use minimal force by
telling her that she needed to leave, she however pushed past him and aggressively attempted to move
towards the officers backs as they were detaining the WM subject in the crosswalk. | observed the BF
subject attempt to push away from multiple officers after hearing SGT J SMITH stated clearly "She's under
arrest".

Another unknown white male was tending to him and officers were also gathered around him. | learned that
this subject, who was conscious, had apparently been hit by a vehicle. TFD units arrived on scene and
transported the male subject.

| was directed to assist with crowd control and did so until | was tasked with putting up crime scene
tape around the perimeter of the intersection, which | did. After the crime scene tape was up, the crowd
appeared to slowly dissipate. However, another group of about 20-30 protesters arrived and positioned
themselves along the crime scene tape on the north part of the intersection. One of the protesters had a
bullhorn and they were yelling anti-police chants.

| was then advised that officers were going to attempt to move the crowd in order to put up more
crime scene tape in order to expand the crime scene. Sgt. Shafner designated me to be a transport officer if
any arrests were made. | waited at my patrol car just south of the intersection and | heard at least two
commands over a loud-speaker requesting the protesters to disperse. Officers then began attempting to
move the protesters. Ultimately, two people were arrested and officers placed them in my patrol vehicle and |
transported them to the PC Jail and booked them.

Narrative:

On 1/23/2021 | was assigned as P334, a one officer car. | was in uniform and driving a marked patrol
car while conducting patrol operations in the City of Tacoma. At 1829 hours | was clearing the Pierce County
Jail when | heard a broadcast on North radio requesting all available cars for priority backup in the area of S
9th St/Pacific Ave. | responded to assist.

| arrived in the area on S 9th St. As | came down the hill toward Pacific Ave, | was passed by
numerous vehicle driving recklessly westbound away from the intersection. As | got closer, | could see a ring
of people surrounding someone down on the ground. From my view of the crowd, it appeared to me that the
person down was injured. | made several public address broadcasts for the individuals in the intersection to
"Disperse immediately".

| broadcast my observations of the injured person on radio, and seeing at least two patrol cars in my
rearview, decided to drive into the intersection to render and request aid. The crowd surrounding the downed
male backed away from him at my request. One male near his head was holding "C-spine", immobilizing the
injured males head and neck. | requested that he remain-he identified himself to me as a nurse.

The injured male was alert and talking when | made contact with him, and told me that his midsection
and leg hurt as a result of being run over or struck by a police vehicle. | donned gloves and performed a
"bloodsweep" (feeling along his lower extremities and checking for bleeding) and did not note any blood.
When | reached his midsection, | could see that he had abrasions covering his stomach and flanks. |
retrieved trauma sheers and cut his sweater and t-shirt off to better evaluate his injuries.

As | completed removing his clothes, the Tacoma Fire Department arrived. | broke contact with the
injured male to move my patrol car to allow Tacoma Fire access. | then remained on scene to assist with
maintaining scene security.

As time wore on at the scene, a crowd of about 20-30 protesters arrived at the scene clad in black
and wearing various protective equipment to include ski goggles and face shields. Several were wearing
bags-at one point | observed one protester rearranging gas masks around inside their bag. At least one was
openly carrying a compact semi-automatic pistol. The crowd gathered on the north side of the intersection of
S 9th St/Pacific Ave.

Eventually, incident command made the decision to move the crowd off of Pacific Ave. | heard
several public address announcements for the crowd to move off of Pacific Ave up to Commerce St or A St.
The crowd responded with chants and contemptuous language clearly indicating that they would not move,
and did not have to listen to the commands of officers to move.

| was assigned to accompany a large group of officers in an effort to move the group of protesters off
of Pacific Ave. | moved with the line and noted that several of the individuals present had sat down on the
north side of the intersection. As officers contacted those individuals, | noted peripherally that arrests were
taking place. | moved in front of the arresting officers to prevent assault or "un-arrest" attempts. The crowd
was hostile, and shouting a wide variety of vulgarities and contemptuous language as we held them back.

Throughout this portion of the event, | repeatedly told individuals to "move back". We were able to
eventually get the crowd moved up the hill, where | assisted with placing police tape to mark a boundary for
the crowd. | remained on scene supplementing scene security behind the marked line. A crowd of 30-40
remained, and were openly hostile toward officers. At several points the crowd encouraged officers to kill
themselves and to quit their jobs.

At one point, someone unaffiliated with the crowd engaged in a disturbance with several of the
protesters. Murmerings within the crowd indicated that they were "instigators", but the disturbance was
behind the line of protesters. A short while later, a fog of irritant (reportedly bear spray by the crowd)
enveloped the intersection and individuals fled in all directions. Due to the overt hostility of the crowd, it was
neither safe nor feasible to enter the crowd to investigate the disturbance and/or potential assault.

| remained on scene providing scene security in the line of officers on S 9th St until relieved. Nothing
further.

This report is intended as a summary of events. | have paraphrased conversations and do not
include an exact sequencing of events. For any exact quotes or exact sequencing of events | would refer the
reader to my body worn camera (BWC), as it was recording at the time of this incident.

On 1/23/21 at approximately 1819 hours, |, PPO CHUNG, was in full Tacoma Police uniform, driving
a marked Tacoma Police vehicle. Dispatch advised of "street racers" blocking the intersection of S 9th
St/Pacific Ave, that were also doing donuts in the intersection. This generated multiple calls by concerned
citizens. It should be noted that for several months, "street racers" have been doing this throughout Pierce
County and King County with numerous complaints. These vehicles make it unsafe for citizens to walk down
sidewalks and other citizens in vehicles to drive down roadways, as these racers doing donuts often hit other
vehicles and drive on curbs. Some of the vehicles associated with these "street car crews" have been
involved in serious collisions in Tacoma and University Place that resulted in deaths of passengers and
innocent drivers. These crowds make it very unsafe for communities that they conduct these illegal activities
in.

While in the area of the call, | heard Officer PHAN (P497) arrive at the scene and request priority
back up. He stated frantically on the radio that his patrol vehicle was being surrounded and attacked. P497
once again requested a priority backup response (overhead emergency lights and sirens) and requested "all
the units we can have" to respond. He stated multiple times he needed a priority response and a supervisor
to respond. Other units that started arriving on scene saw that the crowd was getting very aggressive and
attacking multiple police vehicles. Units started requesting south end patrol units to respond priority, and
also outside agencies to respond priority to assist.

As | was arriving on scene, my patrol vehicle was almost hit by multiple fleeing vehicles driving
erratically. Multiple vehicles were still blocking the intersection of S 9th St/Pacific Ave, making it difficult to
get to the scene. | was finally able to get into the intersection and positioned my vehicle on the North side of
the intersection, blocking S/B traffic. As | got out of my patrol vehicle, | could smell a strong odor of burned
tires. | looked down at the road and could observe multiple circles in the intersection made by vehicles doing
"donuts." | could tell these tire marks were fresh because they felt really sticky under my boots.

As | blocked S/B traffic, many vehicles started either going around my vehicle or turning around.
Some vehicles still stayed and a crowd started to grow in the area. | started scene security as other officers
tended to the victim on the ground in the middle of the intersection. | continued to keep scene security until
TFD was able to transport the victim out of the area. | stayed in my position as other officers started to block
off the intersection with crime scene tape. At this point a subject in the crowd started yelling at us that he has
the incident recorded on his phone. | made contact with the subject (later identified as O/LE) and got all of
his information. | advised him to save the video and our forensics will send him a link to upload the video.

As the crowd started to disperse, | turned off my BWC due to there being no other contact with
citizens that would be of evidentiary value. | also walked to the restroom and needed my BWC off for
privacy.

As a new crowd started to grow and started to protest police, | activated my BWC again. The crowd
that was protesting started taking down the Police tape and started to interfere with an active crime scene.
They were currently on the North end of the intersection. A plan was formulated to shift the protesters West,
to S 9th St/S Commerce St, where they could exercise their 1st amendment rights. The protesters were
given clear commands on a police vehicles PA system to move to S 9th St/S Commerce St. As we walked
closer to them to shift them, they began passively resisting by either sitting down or not moving. | assisted in
gently moving them by placing my open hands on their arms and chests and using my body weight and
momentum to assist them in walking forward, and some backwards. | was met with some resistance by
some, but not enough resistance to escalate my control tactics. | continued to keep my hands up and used
my verbal commands to tell them to keep walking.

The crowd was moved to the S 9th St/S Commerce St location, where we taped off an area where
they were allowed to stay. We stayed in the area and continued to monitor them. This concluded my
involvement in this incident.

On 1/23/2021, while working as a uniformed Police Officer for the City of Tacoma, | responded to the
Disturbance call at S 9th St/ Pacific Ave involving several reckless vehicles doing burnouts in the middle of
the intersection and blocking traffic. At 1828 hours it was reported that several individuals were attacking a
patrol vehicle being driven by PPS PHAN (P497). Priority Backup was initiated with PPS PHAN requesting
every available unit to respond.

At 1828 hours | arrived by driving northbound on Pacific Ave from S 11th St. | noticed traffic was
stopped at S 10th St all the up to S 9th St. | observed the large group of "Racers" had blocked all lanes in
the 900 block of Pacific Ave. | worked my way up to mid-block until the congestion wouldn't let me go any
further. As | came to a stop in front of the parking garage in the 900 block of Pacific Ave | was greeted by
several people throwing various items at my patrol vehicle, lighters and rocks. Due to not being able to drive
any further north | exited my patrol vehicle with the intentions of running up to the intersection at S 9th St/
Pacific to provide backup to PPS PHAN. As | exited by vehicle | was greeted by a group yelling "All cops are
bastards!" Two more subjects, who were walking down the middle of Pacific Ave confronted me by yelling,
"What the fuck are you going to do motherfucker!" and "Come on motherfucker let's fight!"

After getting the "Racer" vehicles cleared off of the 900 block of Pacific Ave | took up a position at S
10th / Pacific Ave to block any further traffic from traveling northbound into the scene. | stayed at this
position until 2300 hours when | transported PPO COCKLE (P024) to Headquarters. PPO COCKLE had his
patrol vehicle damaged by the crowd as well. At 2330 hours | returned to S 10th St/ Pacific Ave for outer
perimeter security until | was relieved by PPO PETRIE (U103) at 0200 hours.

On 1/23/2021 at approximately 1820 hours South Sound 911 dispatch advised there were hundreds
of cars blocking the intersection of S 9th St and Pacific Ave. The cars were in the intersection doing donuts
and not allowing traffic to pass.

Officer were dispatched to the call and advised over police radio that that had arrived. Shortly after
arriving on scene, they were requesting priority backup as the mob surrounded them and began vandalizing
patrol cars.

It was then relayed that there was subject down at the intersection of S 9th St and Pacific Ave. |
arrived on scene responding east bound on S 9th St from Tacoma Ave. As | crested the hill | could see there
were hundreds of people surround the intersection as well as traffic being backed up all ways. Once | was
finally able to make it to the scene, | assisted with crowd control/scene security so that medical could
respond.

After TFD and AMR transported the patient, | detailed the intersection of S 7th St and Pacific to
assist with traffic control and scene security. While | scene security | wa contacted by a citizen, W/Melissa D
Stich 05/18/1986. Stich, who delivers food Door dash, was S/B on Pacific Ave when she got caught in traffic
as a result of the cars and pedestrians blocking the intersection. Stich advised she could see large clouds of
smoke, turned out to be burning tires from the vehicles doing donuts. Stich stated she was stuck in traffic for
so long that she, "Abandoned" her car to go see what was happening on Pacific Ave. Stich showed me three
separate cell phone videos she took. In one off the videos a fire struck is seen attempting to navigate the
intersection of S 9th and Pacific going, with lights and siren, W/B on S 9th trying to cross Pacific Ave. The
pedestrians and vehicles were preventing the fire truck from moving. The fire truck is nearly struck by a
vehicle doing donuts in the intersection.

Stich emailed all three videos to my department email. | stayed on scene until instructed to clear
around 0120 hours.

On 01/23/2021 at approximately 19:45, |, Ofc. T. Petrie was dispatched to 9th Ave and Pacific Ave.
in reference to a reckless driver incident. Dispatch advised that there were several vehicles doing donuts at
the location and that there was a large crowd of people gathered around. There was an active crime scene
due to an incident that occurred shortly after and additional units were required to secure the scene. | parked
my vehicle at S. 10th St and Pacific Ave and walked up to 9th St to assist. There was a gathering of people
on Pacific Ave and S. 9th St. Many of them were screaming obscenities and were acting aggressively. The
gathering was interfering with an active crime scene and we were given orders by supervisors on scene to
approach the crowd and carefully direct them west on 9th St one block up in order to clear out the crime
scene.

Upon approach, the gathering was very uncooperative and many were refusing to move. As we
approached the west side of Pacific Ave, there was a female that had an altercation with some TPD officers
and was taken to the ground. Immediately after, the crowd rushed towards the female and the officers
attempting to detain the female subject. Several officers and | quickly tried forming a barrier to keep
everyone safe. Many people had their phones out and were recording the incident. People were screaming
at us and still not cooperating. Eventually, we were able to move the crowd west to the next block and put up
crime scene tape. Shortly afterwards, someone had broken the tape. We taped the barrier once again.

The crowd stayed at the crime scene tape barrier and continued screaming obscenities and
offensive things. More and more people started coming to the scene and cars began forming barriers to
block off streets. Some of the people in the crowd took signs and cones and placed them into the street to
create more barriers. The entire block of 9th St. and Commerce St had been taken over by the crowd.
People continued to screaming with some individuals using megaphones. At times, people in the crowd
began fighting with themselves having shouting matches and swarming around each other. There was a
gray pickup truck on Commerce St and several people were gathered around it. Suddenly, someone
discharged a large canister of some type of pepper spray or bear spray and the crowd dispersed.
Supervisors on scene advised to not engage if the crowd began fighting in the interest of safety. We were
significantly outnumbered and there were other subjects in the immediate area that we could not see.

Hour by hour, the crowd slowly dispersed until there was nobody left at the scene. | left the scene
right before 02:00.

On 1/23/21 | came in-service at 1930 hrs and soon went to S. 9th/Pacific. | arrived in the 900 block of
Pacific and saw a large crime scene taped off. On the north side of the tape was a crowd of angry people
yelling at us. They were screaming obscenities at us and taunting us while they video taped us. The were
clearly ready to fight by listening to their words and they were trying to goad us into it.

Several officers arrived and | conferred with LT Patterson and Sgt JR Smith. The angry mob was
standing in a part of the crime scene that had yet to be protected from damage and tampering. This crime
scene was between South 8th and South 9th on Pacific Ave. We were told Officer Phan's car was on Pacific
just north of us and we had to protect that as well.

LT Patterson asked me to organize the officers. | organized an arrest team, a transport officer and
vehicle, and a team to tape off the crime scene.

| walked up to the nearest citizen who was video taping us and tried to talk normally to him. | told him
that our plan was to move the protesters out of the crime scene to either S. 9th and Commerce or S. 9th and
A Street. He videotaped me and ignored my words. | asked him if he could spread the word to his group but
he ignored me and began confronting me with anger and it was soon clear he would not listen to me.

LT Patterson approached the main crowd and attempted to verbally talk to them and ask them to
move. He was quickly rebuffed and returned to the officers. He said they would not listen.

An officer used a vehicle PA system and addressed the crowd. He asked the crowd to move west or
east. Several attempts were made. The crowd yelled back at us something to the effect of that wouldn't be
happening. They used vulgar language.

| directed the officers to herd the crowd mostly west up S. 9th Street from Pacific. We walked calmly
up to them and told everyone to move up the road or east on S. 9th and that we were clearing the crime
scene. The whole crowd began yelling obscenities at us and gesticulating like they wanted us to fight. Some
threatened us and told us not to touch them. Several people began sitting down, refusing to leave the crime
scene. They were arrested without incident. They were quickly put into a pre-planned waiting police car that |
had Officer Munn stage. He took the two arrestees immediately out of the area and to the jail. The arrestees
were booked for Obstructing a Law Enforcement Officer, not failing to disperse because we weren't trying to
disperse them.

We marshalled the crowd to Commerce street, set up crime scene tape and backed off a bit. The
crowd then chanted and yelled obscenities at us, trying to personally affect us and get us to respond
negatively. They tore down the tape. | had officers put it back up.

We stood back at a distance while they yelled obscenities at us constantly for hours.

The Tacoma SRT Team and BRRT Team were called out and staged in the area in case more
protesters from the region arrived, as was being reported by dispatch.

Later in the night the crowd dispersed without further incident and the crime scene was processed
properly and safely. | have not been issued a body-worn camera yet so | did not have video of the incident.

On January 23, 2021 at around 1830 hours | responded to South 9th and Pacific in regards to a
priority backup related to a reckless driving complaint involving multiple vehicles and individuals that were
blocking the intersection of South 9th and Pacific.

| arrived onscene and observed TFD tending to a male that was laying on the ground in the
southeast quarter of the intersection at South 9th and Pacific. There were several individuals standing on the
east and north sides of the intersection. Some were hostile and yelling comments about an officer running
someone over. | assisted in maintaining scene security.

| was directed by Lt. Patterson to assist officers J. Levitt and Munn who had responded to Dorky's
Arcade to review their surveillance video. We met with W/Leslie Vorosbond. Based on the video, the
camera was mounted above street level and facing southeast, covering the intersection of South 9th and
Pacific Avenue. The camera appeared to be either a lower definition camera or set to a lower definition as
the video was grainy. The camera also appeared to be recording in IR mode as the picture was greyscale
instead of color.

The video showed multiple vehicle either blocking the intersection of South 9th and Pacific or driving
doughnuts in the intersection. It also showed multiple individuals associated with the vehicles either
assisting in blocking the intersection or in the intersection with cellphones and/or cameras recording the
incident. This continued for around 10-12 minutes when | could see what appeared to be flashing lights
reflecting off of a building. After seeing the reflection | observed multiple individuals running towards the
flashing lights. After a few seconds | could see a marked patrol vehicle entering the intersection at a slow
speed with individuals around it. As the patrol car continued westbound | observed the patrol car rise
slightly, like it would if going over a speedbump.

On 1/23/2020 at 2050 hours | responded to S 9th Street and Pacific Ave for a crowd control detail.
My duties were to guide the crowd westbound on S 9th Street to Commerce Street. | was at the eastern most
end of the formation and | got all the people from the intersection and pushed the crowd to the west on S 9th
Street. Once we pushed people towards the hill on S 9th Street | was in the northern most section of the
formation.

The arrest team was making an arrest of one of the demonstrators who refused to leave the area. A
few individuals began to get upset and came towards officers. | told the demonstrators "Get back" and three
individuals attempted to advance towards the arresting team. | pushed three people back and an unidentified
female stated "Don't touch me" and tried to move to my right side. Fearing that the unidentified female would
interfere with the arresting party, | pushed the unidentified female back towards the line and she fell to the
ground. The unidentified female was not injured and several demonstrators became agitated. We continued
to push the crowd to the west. | told the demonstrators that we were just moving them to the top of the hill to
complete the investigation. The demonstrators continued verbal assaults but kept moving backwards.

An unknown black female to my right said "l am a female and | have breasts" to officers. The black
female stated "Do not touch my breasts". Officers took note of the comment and adjusted where they were
placing their hands on people. We continued to push the crowd to the west and | tapped off the intersection
with crime scene tape to prevent demonstrators from entering the investigation area.

Upon arrival | parked my patrol vehicle at S 11th/ Pacific Ave with the emergency lights activated to
stop any traffic from continuing north bound on Pacific Ave toward the incident location in question. |
proceeded north to S 9th/ Pacific Ave on foot

When | arrived, there was already approximately 15 officers on location and a crowd of blatantly
obvious hostile and unfriendly patrons on all sides; | would guess approximately 150 plus total around the
intersection.

| observed a W/M subject on the ground being treated by Tacoma Fire (TFD) personnel in the
intersection on the east side. | took up a defensive position around the downed subject along with other
officers to provide safety and scene security in an effort to deter the crowd from attacking.

Once the downed subject was transported away from the scene | contacted O/ RONALD CAMERON
who was assisting TFD with the subject. O/ CAMERON advised he was a nurse and was holding C-spine
trying to assist anyway possible.
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O/ CAMERON advised he had been on the NE corner of the intersection and observed the entire
incident. | asked if he was willing to speak with me about what he had seen and provide a hand written
statement. He advised he would.

The following is a summary of my conversation with O/ CAMERSON. He stated he had been
standing at the intersection (NE side) and had seen a white Dodge Charger type vehicle doing burnouts in
the intersection. He saw a cop car pull up on the street to the east (Court A) and then turn toward the
intersection. He advised the vehicle had its emergency lights activated and he thought the cop was yelling
over the PA speaker, but he was not sure. He said the cop car started to move forward slowly toward the
intersection still with its lights on. He also advised there was another cop car behind the first car. At that time,
the car doing the burnouts left westbound and was heading up the hill on S 9th St, west bound at a high rate
of speed.

He said it looked as if the cop car was trying to get through the crowd to go after the car up the hill
but once he got close to the intersection the crowd began to surround the vehicle. He stated the cop car tried
to back up away from the crowd to get away but the crowd had now surrounded his vehicle from the rear too.
The cop car then moved forward into the crowd slowly. He said the car started from a stop, he guessed the
car was traveling maybe 10 mph pushing several subjects forward and causing some to fall to the ground.

He advised the W/M subject | had seen earlier on the ground was pushed forward and fell to the
ground by the patrol car. The cop car, continuing through the crowd ran over the subject with his right front
tire and sped away up the hill. O/ CAMERON was unable to say if the crowd had damaged the patrol vehicle
when it was surrounded before.

I moved O/ CAMERON to a nearby patrol vehicle where he requested to sit inside the vehicle in
order to stay warm while he completed a hand written statement form.

While he was writing his statement, a female who identified herself as his wife, O / JENNIFER
CAMERON contacted me. She advised she had observed the entire incident as well. Furthermore, she
advised she had recorded the entire incident on her phone, she thought-- "this is crazy". She advised she
would be available for contact if needed for a copy of the video.

| elected not to ask her about the incident to avoid repeating something | had already written. O/
CAMERON finished his hand written statement. | provided him an incident number and advised he would
most likely be contacted in the near future. | advised the same to his wife. | then thanked them for their help
and escorted both out of the scene.

| stayed on the location on the south side of the intersection for the next several hours. While
remaining on scene another unfriendly crowd formed. The crowd chanted various racial slurs and tore down
the yellow 'caution' tape several times. The crowd initially formed on the north side of the scene but became
so aggressive we were forced to move them back in order to safely allow the investigation team in to start
their investigation.

| stayed on scene for several more hours as scene security.

Narrative:

On 1-23-21 | was assigned to the North East area of Tacoma along with Officer R. COCKLE. | was
in full department uniform with Tacoma PD, POLICE, and my name markings and was driving a fully marked
patrol SUV equipped with emergency lights and sirens. At 1805 hours Officer R. COCKLE and | myself
responded to E. 11th and Portland Ave for a report of street racers doing donuts in the intersection. The
reporting party, MASON DEAN, reported that he was driving an oil tanker, the racers were doing donuts
around him and he was concerned that they would collide with his vehicle. While enrout | noticed on my
MDC that there had been several calls regarding the racers doing donuts in the intersection since 1719
hours. Some of the reports were of 100+ vehicles and other reports were of 20+ vehicles and 30+ people.
At 1822 hours we arrived in the area and were unable to locate any street racers in the roadway. | contacted
a small group of 4-5 people standing next to two vehicles that were legally parked on the side of Portland
Ave just south of E. 11th street. He did not give me a time frame as to how long ago the street racers left. |
did not identify them as they were not doing anything suspicious and not committing any crimes or
infractions. At 1824 hours we cleared the call.

As we cleared that call, S§911 dispatch broadcasted via police radio that there were many
reports of street racers doing donuts in the middle of S. 9th and Pacific Ave and they also had the
intersection closed down. Sgt. WIMMER ordered, via police radio, for units to be dispatched to clear the
intersection. Officer PHAN responded via police radio that he was in the area of the call. | announced via
police radio that | would be responding to back up Officer PHAN, and Officer R. COCKLE also said via police
radio that he would respond as well. | turned north on A street from west bound S. 11th street and could
hear squealing tires and loud exhausts. | was able to see cars stopped at S. 9th street on A street and |
could see cars stopped on S. 9th street facing west towards Pacific Ave. Officer PHAN had his emergency
lights activated on his fully marked patrol vehicle as he turned west onto S. 9th street from north bound A
street. | was about half a block behind him and when | turned west onto S. 9th street towards Pacific Ave, |
saw Officer PHAN's vehicle was slowly moving towards Pacific Ave and was at about Court A. | could also
hear his emergency siren. | also activated my emergency lights and siren. | also noticed that there were
many vehicles stop on S. 9th street in the west bound lanes. The street was filled with people standing
around and | could see a huge cloud of smoke around the intersection of S. 9th and Pacific Ave. As Officer
PHAN got past Court A he continued to move slowly toward Pacific Ave and his emergency lights remained
activated. | could hear his air horn over my emergency siren as well as the sounds of engines of the street
racing vehicles revving with their modified exhausts, and the loud roar of the crowd yelling. Officer PHAN's
vehicle came to a stop as the crowd had quickly surrounded him and quickly started attacking his vehicle by
punching and kicking the SUV. The crowd turned into a mob and violently attacked Officer PHAN's patrol
vehicle by aggressively punching the windows and kicking the body of the vehicle. | could see the vehicle
start to rock back and forth as the mob continued to attack the patrol vehicle. | announced via police radio
that Officer PHAN's vehicle was being kicked. Officer PHAN requested ALL UNITS to respond.

As | am watching Officer PHAN's vehicle get attacked | started to form a plan in my head
about how | would get Officer PHAN away from the mob and to safety if they were able to gain access into
the vehicle. | thought about how | would run up, grab him and get him to my vehicle and drive away to
safety, or even run away to safety if we were unable to get back to my patrol vehicle. My patrol vehicle was
stopped at about Court A street and | did not want to advance any further in case Officer PHAN was able to
back up and get away from the mob. | was afraid for Officer PHAN's safety as well as my own as | watched
the mob violently attack his patrol vehicle. Officer PHAN's vehicle started to back up, but quickly had to stop
as there were people behind his vehicle as well. Officer PHAN's vehicle then slowly inched forward, then
slowly inched forward a little more. The mob got more hostile and continued to violently punch and kick his
patrol vehicle. | noticed that some members of the mob were even taking a step back then launching forward
to get more momentum and force behind their kicks when the struck the patrol vehicle. Officers PHAN's
patrol vehicle appeared to be completely surrounded and more and more people flocked toward his vehicle.
After Officer PHAN's vehicle slowly inched forward twice the mob continued to attack his vehicle, he paused
for a second then continued forward. | saw people being knocked to the side, then officer PHAN's vehicle go
up, as if it was driving over something or someone. When his vehicle made it into the intersection it turned
right and escaped northbound on Pacific Ave. | saw a few people lying on the ground and immediately the
mob turned toward my direction and stated to approach my vehicle. | was able to turn south onto Court A
and sped away down the alley.

I then heard an officer say via police radio that a Molotov cocktail was thrown at a police
vehicle. (I did not hear who said that or whose vehicle they were talking about). | then drove down to S. 11th
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then turned east and drove the wrong way, south bound, on A street with my emergency lights still activated,
to S. 12th to make sure | was not being followed. | then turned west onto S. 12th street towards Pacific Ave
and as | heard more officers arriving in the area | turned north onto Pacific Ave, parked at S. 11th street and
walked to S. 9th street with other officers. | ran toward a W/M who was lying on the ground in the
intersection of S. 9th and Pacific and started asking him questions about his injuries. He said he could feel
his legs and his midsection hurt. | requested medical aid stage until the scene was secured. | stayed with
the subject until TFD arrived and provided aid. Officer WADDELL then accompanied the subject to the
hospital in the ambulance. | remained on scene assisting with scene security. | advised Sgt. WIMMER and
Lt PATTERSON of what had happened.

At about 2145 hours | as released from the scene by Lt. PATTERSON and directed to go to
Tacoma Police Headquarters. | waited there until | was contacted by Puyallup Police Detectives who
photographed me in fully duty uniform as | was at the time of the incident. The Puyallup PD Detectives then
photographed my patrol vehicle which was not damaged during the incident. As far as | could tell and recall
my patrol vehicle was not punched, kicked, or impacted by anybody during or after the incident.

I have nothing further to add to this report at this time.

On January 23rd, 2021 at approximately 2100 hours | responded to the intersection of S 8th St and
Pacific Ave to relieve Ruston Officer Hoey of scene security. | remained at this location until approximately
0300 hours on standby for a Special Response Team (SRT) callout due to the crowd forming around the
crime scene.
| cleared the scene and did not speak to any witnesses.

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Narrative:

On January 23, 2021 | was working routine patrol in a marked patrol vehicle and wearing a
department issued jumpsuit with TPD and Police markings. At approximately 1805 hours | was at the NE
Tacoma Substation when PPO Bain and | were dispatched to 11th and Portland Avenue in reference to
street racers in what dispatch described as "18 cars lined up to race". Upon entering my patrol car and
reading the call on my department issued computer | saw there were actually several callers about the
disturbance who stated it was actually 100-200 vehicles completely blocking the intersection.

While enroute to the location there were several more 911 callers reporting the reckless driving and
traffic disturbance. | arrived in the area at approximately 1823 hours and found there was only normal traffic
and the crowd had left the area. At this time dispatch notified me over the air that the group was being
reported as over 150 vehicles. | advised that update was old and they had already left.

| then began to make my way back to NE Tacoma. At approximately 1827 hours SS911 dispatch
broadcast on North Primary that the group of street racers were now at 9th and Pacific and blocking all lanes
of travel. |then heard PPS Phan advise he was in the area and his car was being kicked and punched. |
immediately changed course and began responding to his location from my position at Portland Avenue and
509. | was alarmed because | recalled an incident in the City of Tacoma in the past few months where two
police cars were attacked and had windows shattered and body panels dented by a group of street racers.
Fearing for PPS Phans safety | responded priority to his location. From prior dealings with large groups of
street racers and their postings on social media | was aware that they park dozens of vehicles in each
direction and exit their vehicles with the intent of limiting law enforcement access to the area. Based on that
| elected to enter the area from the north to avoid being blocked out to the south on Pacific Avenue or A
Street.

| arrived at approximately 1830 hours and as soon as | entered the Pacific Avenue corridor via
Stadium Way and 705 | was met with hostile subjects on foot and in their vehicles. Several car loads of
people were screaming vulgarities and flipping me off. Traveling south on Avenue from the 700 block | could
see what appeared to be in excess of 100 people in the intersection and even more people on the sidewalks
in all directions. People began to charge my vehicle from the south yelling and flipping me off. There was an
active disturbance and | couldn't immediately observe PPS Phan's location due to a total lack of visibility from
all the cars illegally obstructing the roadway and the onlookers standing in the street. | could see there was a
large group of people surrounding something in the west side of the intersection and | was concerned that
was where PPS Phan was being attacked. As | continued navigating the chaos with all my activated
overhead lights and sirens and manually operating my air horn | saw a patrol car move west across the
intersection and up the hill toward Commerce Street with people chasing it. As | got closer to the intersection
of 9th and Pacific, several adult males of all races and ages sprinted at my vehicle and began attacking the
driver side of my patrol car. The subjects were screaming "fuck you!" and "get him!" as they struck my
drivers side window and pulled at the door handle over and over. | was momentarily blocked from any
further movement and the exterior of my vehicle began to be struck from all sides. At this point | could make
out what the crowd was screaming and it put me in even greater fear than | was already. | could clearly hear
people screaming "kill that cop" and things like "pull him out" or "drag him out". At the same time | began to
hear my windows cracking and objects striking my vehicle. Being surrounded by what sounded and felt a
murderous mob | was in fear for my life and | was still uncertain if PPS Phan was being assaulted.

| drove forward into the intersection and saw approximately a dozen people standing over a subject
on the ground. My initial fear was that the mob had successfully pulled PPS Phan out of the vehicle and into
the street. As | got closer | was able to see that it wasn't PPS Phan but the downed subject needed medical
aid. | then broadcast over my radio that there was a subject down in the intersection and my vehicle was
being attacked. | also requested dispatch send every available unit due to the number of violent subjects. It
seemed like everyone around my car was either attacking it, screaming for me to be killed, or filming with
their cell phones. Seeing no other officers needing rescue in the intersection | drove diagonally across the
intersection while the assault and attempts to remove me from my vehicle escalated. As | reached the south
west corner of the intersection | was boxed in by several vehicles. Now stationary, the attack on my car
intensified. | began hearing what sounded like a hard metal object slam against the passenger side of my
car. | felt at any moment that my driver side window or door latch would fail and | would be drug out of the
vehicle and beat to death as it was live-streamed on social media.
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| briefly put my vehicle in reverse thinking | may be able to back up and go west on 9th Street. As
soon as | did | abandoned the idea realizing | had a total lack of visibility to the rear while simultaneously
losing visual on the sides and front of my car when attempting to look in the rear view camera. Being unable
to escape my position due to the parked vehicles blocking the road | was certain it was only a matter of time
before the people assaulting my vehicle would access the passenger compartment. | then heard and saw
my rear hatch glass window shatter. This was especially frightening because if able to defeat the metal bars
that were now exposed my department issued rifle with loaded magazine inserted could be accessed by
those yelling that they were going to kill me.

While scanning all around and using all of my mirrors | could see multiple people still actively trying
to access the interior of my patrol car. In addition to being in immediate fear of a physical assault by an
overwhelming number of subjects screaming "kill that cop" and "get him out" | was also concerned about the
possibility of being shot. Foremost in my mind was an officer safety email | had received from Kent PD on
January 16, 2021 advising a number of stolen firearms were recently found to be in possession of street
racers. | could hear the sound of glass shattering and things impacting my patrol car. | then heard another
officer tell me over the radio that molotov cocktails were being thrown at my vehicle.

Being blocked in on all sides and feeling a lethal climax to the situation getting closer each second |
activated my vehicles PA speaker and advised the assailants that were they to breach my door or front
windows | would fire my department issued sidearm to defend my life. | stated that several times and it only
seemed to anger the crowd attacking my car. | then used my PA to tell the vehicles blocking me in that | was
preparing to ram my way through them to escape the sustained attempts to remove me from my patrol car.
At this point the male driving the black sedan directly in front of my car decided he would move. | had a
realization that he wasn't moving his vehicle to clear the violent mob or allow me an escape route but only
wanted to avoid damage to his car. As soon as that car moved enough for me to make it through the
roadblock | accelerated and was able to gain distance between me and the individuals attempting to assault
or kill me. | parked at 10th and Pacific and exited my vehicle.

PPOs Waddell and E. Batres arrived at the location and together we approached the intersection on
foot to check on the downed individual. As more police arrived in the area the crowd began to disperse and
it became safe to approach the injured subject. Upon contacting the injured subject he advised he had been
struck by a police vehicle. | performed scene security until TFD arrived and transported the subject. | then
notified Sergeants Wimmer and Smith of the damage to my patrol car and returned to it to wait for further
instructions.

When | made it back to my vehicle | observed the entirety of the rear glass was shattered. The metal
security bars were bent. | could clearly see my patrol rifle, body armor, ballistic helmet, 40mm launcher all
within arms reach from the rear of the vehicle. | observed damage all around the exterior of the vehicle. |
could see where one of the driver side windows appeared to have been pried or pulled out and off the track.
There was a large dent on the passenger side door frame in the area where | had heard a metal object
striking my vehicle. Shoeprints were plainly visible in the body panels of my vehicle.

| remained at my vehicle for the next several hours. It began to rain around midnight so | moved my
vehicle from the street into the covered parking garage at 10th and Pacific to avoid my equipment being
damaged. | remained on scene until directed by Lt. Patterson around 0100 hours to leave my vehicle on
scene for processing and | was transported to TPD HQ by PPO Moses.

Narrative:

Portions of the narrative of this report are also in my incident report under case 2102301674.

On 01-23-21 at approximately 1828 hrs | (Lt. P. Patterson) was working in uniform and serving as
the Swing Shift Commander. | responded to a call for help from Officers attempting to disperse a crowd of
people in the intersection of S 9th and Pacific Ave. It was reported several vehicles were doing donuts in the
intersection and blocking vehicular traffic. Similar activity has been a consistent citizen complaint with "street
racer" groups over the last several months in Tacoma and the Puget Sound area.

In several instances reported in media people have been injured or killed by street racing activity.
The groups appear to have recently grown bold, have become hostile to isolated Police Officers responding
and have damaged a Tacoma Police Patrol vehicle in the past.

The Officer calling for help reported a crowd of people were kicking another Officer's patrol vehicle
and a Molotov cocktail may have been thrown. | immediately requested all south end Tacoma Patrol units
respond to assist the north end units already responded due to the prior violent and disorderly encounters
involving "street racing" groups and police.

When | arrived Officers from Tacoma and some from surrounding agencies were attempting to take
control of the intersection at 9th and Pacific Ave due to hostile crowds still in the area and an injured
pedestrian lying in the intersection needing medical care.

Once Officers had contained the initial scene (intersection) and the injured individual was taken away
in an ambulance, | was provided a quick briefing by Sgt Wimmer to determine investigative needs. Sgt
Wimmer advised PPS K. Phan had approached the crowd in his patrol vehicle attempting to disperse the
illegal activity. | was advised something to the effect that his vehicle was surrounded by the large crowd and
fearing for his safety he pulled away and people were struck by his vehicle. Sgt Wimmer further advised PPO
K. Phan had relocated to S 7th and Pacific Ave to hide from the hostile crowd (who were upset with him). |
directed Sgt Wimmer to respond and contact PPS K. Phan. During the course of the initial investigation | also
directed Sgt Wimmer to secure the vehicle at this location and send PPS K. Phan back to the station with
another Officer, preferably a Peer Support team Officer, to wait for further instruction.

| advised Captain B. Hayes of the initial details. Prior to realizing it was a use of force situation,
Traffic Officers were contacted, but after being alerted to video available publically on Facebook, it was clear
the investigation was a use of force situation. Captain B. Hayes advised PCFIT would be responding to take
over the investigation.

| was advised another patrol vehicle had been damaged by the hostile crowd and was parked near
10th/11th and Pacific Ave. The Officer, PPO R. Cockle, was asked how the damage occurred. He said it was
likely a beer bottle thrown through his window. He pointed to glass in the road where his window was hit just
south of 9th and Pacific in the southbound curb lane. He heard another Officer say a possible Molotov was
thrown and indicated to me he checked his vehicle after the damage occurred to look for any sign of
explosive/accelerant material.

| determined the investigative scene was much larger than the initial yellow crime scene tape that
was placed around S 9th and Pacific Ave, and directed Officers to shut down Pacific Ave between 7th and
11th.

A crowd formed along the north side of the intersection (crosswalk) directly against the inner
perimeter crime scene tape and began shouting at Officers on scene to protest the Police. Two arrests were
made when we needed to expand the crime scene. Refer to case 2102301674 for details on what occurred.

Sgt J.R. Smith, Sgt J. Rosenquist and eventually Sgt Shafner assisted with directing Officers at S 9th
and Pacific Ave. | oversaw holding the scene until the investigation was turned over to the PCFIT team, who
investigated under case 2102301794. | briefed the PCFIT team on the initial incident details | was aware of.
CID Lt R. Lane, Captain B. Hayes and Chief M. Ake arrived on-scene at various points and were advised as
well.
