The survey resulted in no change to the current rate of $1,750 per ear or $3,500 
per pair of hearing aids. 
 Mr. Steele moved to keep the hearing aid rate at $1,750 per ear or $3,500 per pair for 
2024. Seconded by Mr. San Soucie. Motion carried. 
 
 The annual nursing home survey results were presented to the Board. 
 Mr. Steele moved to keep the nursing home semi-private room rate at $359 per day and 
increase the private room rate to $418 per day effective January 1, 2024. Seconded by. 
Mr. San Soucie. Motion carried.
