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Heating Devices: Cooking, warming, and
heating appliances will be allowed by
permit only. Combustible clearance of 18”
is necessary. Fire extinguisher based on
hazard will be necessary.

No burning of solid fuels, i.e. wood or
wood pellets, is allowed in the building.
Burning of LPG in natural gas stoves,
inserts, fireplaces, or barbecues is by
separate permit only. Grease Frying (grill or
deep fat): Cooking with grease will be by
permit only. In the open, a metal wall
minimum 18 in height on the rear and
sides is required for deep fat frying. Grills
will be similarly walled with a 6”’minimum
height. A hood and duct exhaust fan and a
currently certified UL 300 extinguishing
system is required for cooking in a trailer
with a Class “K” extinguisher installed. A
Class “K” rated portable extinguisher is
also required for frying operations in
booths.

Fire Extinguishers and other fire-protection
appliances shall be provided as follows.
Furthermore, the minimum fire extinguisher
coverage shall be as indicated.

- 200 to 500 square feet (18.5 to 46.4 m2)
of floor area: One 2-A:10-B:C

- 501 to 1,000 square feet (47 to 93 M2)
of floor area: Two 2-A:10-B:C.

- Each additional 2,000 square feet
(186M2) of floor area or fraction
thereof: One 2-A:10-B:C.

All cut Christmas trees shall conform to the
Tacoma Fire Department Christmas Tree
Policy and shall be fire retardant.

Ground Coverings: All rugs shall be made
of flame retardant material. Untreated
wood chips or shavings are prohibited.

Dampened beauty bark will be permissible
in limited quantities and shall at no time
cover electrical wires or connections.

o Tents and Enclosed Covered Spaces: A
permit is required for any tent over 200
square feet or enclosed covered room
having floor space greater than 400 square
feet. Two separate means of exit are
required for an occupancy load of 50 or
more. Those exits which are not obvious
shall have posted exit signs. Tents,
including their sidewalls, shall be of flame-
retardant material or shall be made fire
retardant in an approved manner. They are
only allowed in unsprinklered areas.

e Open Flame or Burning: No open flame,
burning, or use of any device that emits
heat is permitted without a Fire Department
permit.

o All pressurized gases permitted shall be
adequately secured to prevent falling or
being knocked over.

A violation of any of the above policies could
result in the removal of the exhibit and/or a
citation being issued. If you have questions,
special situations, or need a permit, contact the
Fire Prevention Bureau at 591-5740 prior to
setup.

Indoor Booth Safety Requirements

The City of Tacoma would like to encourage event promoters in their efforts to develop activities in
the City that may be of interest to our visitors as well as residents. However, it is necessary to balance
the probable impact of the event with the safety needs of the participants as well as the rest of the
community. The following information details the fire safety requirements for your inside booth.

Indoor Venue Requirements

e All skirting, curtains, and display
coverings, including cardboard and paper,
shall be flame retardant. Flame retardant
verification is the responsibility of the
owner. Skirting, curtains, and display
coverings not proven to be flame retardant
are not allowed and will be ordered to be
removed immediately by the Fire Marshal.
See Information Bulletin Flame Proofing
and Combustible Storage.

e All lattice, pegboard, and any other thin
wood material less than % inch thick shall
be covered with flame retardant covering.
Flame retardant verification is the
responsibility of the owner. Items not
proven to be flame retardant are not
allowed and will be ordered removed
immediately by the Fire Marshal.

e Any collection of empty cardboard boxes or
combustible waste inside is prohibited,
except when stored in metal containers with
metal covers.

e Storage of “extra” stock in cardboard boxes
will be in locations approved only by the
Tacoma Fire Department and the promoter.

e Use of Flammable Gases: LPG, Butane,
Natural Gas/CNG all requires a permit.

Cylinders removed nightly. Fire
extinguishers will be required based on
each booth’s hazard. Cylinders will be shut
off when not in use. Under no
circumstances will any burnable objects
(paper, plastic, wood) be allowed within
18” of open flames. Greater distances may
be required. Empty cylinders shall be
removed immediately. Any variance must
be approved by the Fire Marshal.

Electrical: If extension cords are used, a
minimum of 14 gauge grounded cord is
required. If the cord on the appliance being
powered is larger than 14 gauge, the
extension cord shall be at least the same
gauge as the power cord. Electrical
installation shall be in accordance with
nationally recognized safety practices. No
ungrounded “zip” cords are allowed.

Cords, wires, ropes, or other obstructions
shall not be strung on the floor where
people normally travel unless special
provisions have been made with the Fire
Marshal so danger of tripping is eliminated.
Jumpers or wire protection ramps are
required.

Flammable Liquids in any container are
prohibited unless permitted by the Fire
Marshal.

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PERMIT CONDITIONS: #2000.9 Temporary LPG and Natural Gas use in Assembly Occupancy
 
Scope: Event promoter, sponsor or responsible person shall be required to obtain this permit for the use of LPG or Natural Gas in an Assembly Occupancy.

All of the following conditions must be met prior to the issuance of a permit. 
1. Time Lines: 

a. Applications must be submitted at least 7 days prior to event.
2. Regulatory References 

a. International Fire Code chapter 38
b. NFPA 58

c. Tacoma Fire Department Indoor Booth Safety Requirements Information Bulletin – see attached
d. TMC Title 3 & 11

3. Required Submittals
a. Tacoma Fire Department Application

b. City of Tacoma business license (provide on application)
c. Booth floor plan showing exits and appliance placement
d. Plan showing the location of the heating appliance on the exterior, the fuel and the routing of ducting into the building or other structure.
4. Inspection Requirements

a. At least 2 days before event, make an appointment for a site inspection.

b. Final permit approval is subject to site inspection.

c. Non permitted or non approved operations will be stopped.

5. Requirements
a.      Permit shall be posted in the immediate vicinity of fueled equipment in use.

b.      Permit holder is responsible for the training and use of LPG, CNG and fire   
     extinguishers.

c.     LPG and Natural gas may be supplied to appliances by the means of  
     piping directly to the appliance from a source outside the building or from 
     the buildings gas supply.  The use of LPG (propane) cylinders is 
     prohibited.
d.      A maximum of two 10 ounce Butane cylinders per appliance is permitted.  
     No extra cylinders are permitted to be stored.     
e.      Cylinders shall be connected directly to the appliance and shall not be   
     manifolded.

f.      Cylinders shall be an integral part of the listed, approved, commercial food 
     service device and shall be connected without the use of a rubber hose.

g.      Cylinders shall comply with UL 147B, Standard for Nonrefillable type metal 
     container assemblies for Butane.

h.      A maximum of 250 cubic feet (3 gallons) of CNG in a cylinder is  
     allowed per booth.

i.      A currently certified fire extinguisher rated 2A40BC shall be in the booth.

j.      If a deep frying operation is conducted, a currently certified “K” Class 
     extinguisher is also required to be in the booth (in addition to the 2A40BC  
     extinguisher).

k.      No containers are allowed in the building overnight.

l.      Maintain 20’ distance from stairwells and exit doors.
m.      Approved heating appliance shall comply with stated safety requirements.
Tacoma Dome Arena Floor

a.      LPG is limited to ONE 2.5 gallon cylinder per booth.

b.      A minimum of 20 feet separation is required between cylinders.

c.      Cooking trailers:

1. A currently certified UL 300 automatic fire suppression system is required.

2. Fire extinguisher requirements: 2A40BC and K Class for deep frying operations.
3. Fuel system limited to ONE 20 gallon container.  No additional storage of LPG is permitted.

4. Comply with all stated safety requirements.

Any cooking operation lacking the required fire extinguisher will be ordered to cease cooking until the fire extinguisher is provided.
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
