PERMIT CONDITIONS: #2001.6   Open Flame Assembly

All of the following conditions must be met prior to the issuance of a permit.  
1.   Time Lines
a.  Application shall be submitted 14 days prior to the scheduled event.

2.   Regulatory References

a. International Fire Code section 308

b. NFPA 160

3.   Required Submittals
a. Tacoma Fire Department Permit Application 

b. Site plan diagram identifying locations of stage or performance area, exits and aisles, separations from decorative material or similar combustible materials.  
c. Written sequence of show plan

4.   Inspection Requirements
a. Site inspection shall be required prior to event featuring a fire act or demonstration 
b. Tacoma Fire Department standby personnel may be required during event, requiring additional fees.

5.   Requirements
a.         Open Flame devices:
b. Open flames shall not be permitted in any area where highly flammable, combustible, or explosive material is utilized or stored

c. There shall be no throwing of ignited material onto any surface or article where it can cause an unwanted fire

d. Class I and Class II liquids shall not be used

e. Liquid or solid fuel containers in excess of 8 ounces shall be self-extinguishing and must not leak at a rate of more than 0.25 teaspoons per minute if tipped over.  The container shall be self-righting after being tipped to a 45-degree angle

  Open flame cooking:



 a.  Cooking operations involving wood fires shall not be located on or near decorative material                      
                   or similar combustible materials and shall require a separate permit.

         Candles:
              a.   Candelabras with flame lighted candles shall be securely fastened to prevent 
                    overturning, providing minimum separations from combustibles are maintained   

              b.   Candles shall be prohibited in aisles and exits and areas where occupants stand
 except for religious ceremonies, or where approved by the Fire Code Official.

         Fire Acts:  Where approved by the Fire Code Official
              a.    Demonstration of flame effects may be required by standby fire personnel

              b.    At least 2 pressurized water Class ll A extinguishers and 2 Class 10 BC    
                     extinguishers shall be located on opposing sides of the performance area.

              c.    Standby personnel shall have a means of communication or transmitting an 
                     alarm in the event of an emergency involving the flame effect.
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
