PERMIT CONDITIONS: #2006.1 Mobile Fueling - Company 
Scope:  The permit fee applies to conducting truck inspections located in the City of Tacoma.  An additional fee will be charged for inspections at locations outside of the city limits.

All of the following conditions must be met prior to the issuance of a permit.  

1.  Time Lines

a.   An annual permit shall be issued to the Mobile Fueling vendor and the site prior to    
      commencement of any fuel delivery.

a. Tacoma Fire Department (TFD) Company Permit Application.

4.  Inspection Requirements

a.   Tanker trucks are required to be inspected and approved prior to permit being issued.
b.   Sites receiving fuel shall be inspected and approved prior to permit being issued.
5   Requirements

a.   Meet requirements stated on applications.

The insurance must be the amount of two million dollars and cover the following activities: property and casualty, loading, unloading, transportation, remedial environmental mitigation and malicious actions.  It also must identify the City of Tacoma as an additionally named insured.

· Written company response plan to demonstrate our preparation to respond to a fuel spill and carry out appropriate mitigation measures.

No gasoline or other Class I flammable liquids shall be used or carried on a cargo tanker used for mobile fueling.  Compartments regularly containing Class I flammables, but “emptied,” and fuel tanks providing fuel to the engine of a tanker are expressly prohibited.  This requirement shall not preclude the practice known as “switch loading” when done in compliance with UFC 7904.5.2.9.

I have received and understand the requirements for mobile fueling within the City of Tacoma and understand that each and every site must be permitted and that any change in the fueling company shall constitute a need to review the site permit prior to starting business.

I understand that I am required to notify Tacoma Fire Department at 911 anytime there is a spill which is not immediately contained within the overfill protection (pan or absorbent) and/or when a spill enters storm or sewer drains or contaminates.

I understand that Tacoma Fire Department has a hazardous materials team on duty at all times which is prepared to assist us in mitigating a spill.

I understand that a permit is only valid for 12 months, and must be renewed by the end of the month noted on the permit.  We encourage permit renewal applications be submitted 30 days prior to expiration of existing/old permits.

I understand that Mobile Fueling at a site with out a ‘Site Permit’ is unlawful and shall constitute grounds to revoke this ‘Company Permit’.

I agree as Owner or manager, to ensure that all absorbents are non-water absorbents; and that the proper amounts be maintained on each tanker and that it is checked daily.

I, as owner or operating manager of the business named here in, here-by declare that all the information contained in this document is correct and true.  I also understand that false statement(s) or misrepresentation as to a material fact in this application constitutes grounds for revocation of any permit.
